Also I bequith to the high aulter of the paryssh church of Burstowe aforesaid for my tythes and offeryngs? bigoten or negligently witholden in dischowging? of my sowle and conse?ene? iii shillings iiii pence 

Also I give and bequith by this my put? testament to John, Wylliam, Robard, Rofe, Anne and Augustyne my children my tent called Tryndyllyt? with the appurtenances lying in Burstowe aforsaid with the pcell of land called Dollyngys and des..we? in the said pissh 

And also my tenement with the appurtenances lying in the paryssh of Worth and my pcell of land lying in the pissh of Horne equally betwyx them to be devided and deptyd by the goode advyse and discrecions of myn executors undrwretyn to have and to hold to them in fee foren? holdyng of ye chefe lorde of the fee therof by forme due and of right ……….? 

And the residue of all and singular my movabyll goodys catalle Juellys and de.tye? after my dette payd my buriyng made and this my put? testament fulfyllyd I will that it be equally devided ..depted? among my said children therwith to doo and dispose there ….? free? wyllys? as with hyr? name? propre? goodys catallys juellys and dettys for evermore 

And of this my put? testament I make and ordeyne myn executors that is to say the forsaid John and Wyllyam my sonnes These wittenesse markes John Mowbrey clerk Thomas Warwyk? and other y…? the day and yere aforesaid.

This will was proved at London on 16 October 1494.
