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1605 will of John Wickham of Slaugham

In the name of God Amen I John Wickham in the County of Sussex husbandman and in the parish of Slaugham in the year of our Lord God one thousand six hundred and five in and upon the second day of April This is my last will and testament First I will and bequeath unto almighty God my soule And my body to be buried in the churchyard of Slaugham Item I bequeath unto my daughter Elizabeth the elder one black gown and forty shillings that my son Richard must pay out of my land and a cubbard Item I bequeath unto my daughter Anne one gown and forty shillings that my son Richard must pay out of my land Item I bequeath unto my daughter Margery one gown and forty shillings that my son Richard must pay out of my land Item I bequeath unto my five younger children forty shillings a piece and each of them a gown and the youngest four to choose first Item ! bequeath unto Elizabeth my wife all my ......... similarly and one ......... and the house and all my household stuff that is unbequeathed? Item more I bequeath unto Richard my son the broken bay mare and and a chest and all my apparel Item all my debts being paid and I buried and then all the rest of my .... unbequeathed equally divided between eight of my children missing out my son Richard Item it is agreed that my son shall have two years after my decease to pay the first forty shillings and he shall pay the older first and two years more the middle and two years more the other Item all my five younger children shall have their share at twentyone years of age Item I make Elizabeth my wife my executor Overseers to my will Richard Stowton Edward Gilham Item it is agreed that if my wife marry she shall properly pay all their costs Witness Henry Knowton Nicholas Wickham
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
