In the name of God amen: The 10th daye of Februarye anno Dm one thousand six hundred nynetene I John Holney of Oldberye wthin the Parrishe of Boxgrove in the Countye of Sussex yeoman beinge sicke in body but of good and perfect memorie thanks be given unto God doe make and ordaine this my last will and Testament in manner and forme followinge Firste I bequeathe my Soule into the handes of God my maker and Creator and into the handes of Jesus Christe his sonne my Redeemer and my bodye to be buried in the Churcheyard of Boxgrove and as neare to the West side of the Churche door as may be Item I bequeathe unto the Cathedrall Churche of Chichester Fouer pence And to the Parrishe Churche of Boxgrove Six pence Item I give unto the Poore of Boxgrove Tenn shillinge Item I give unto the Poore of Runcken Five shillinge Item I give unto Mary Bartlett Halfe a ______ of _____ Item I give unto either of my Godchildren Twelve pence a peece I give unto Eales Pierce my mayde servante Forty shillinge Item I give unto the rest of my Servants Five shillinge apeece Item I give unto Richard Holney my sonne the Standerds in the House at Runcken Item I give unto Elizabeth my Daughter Forty pounds of lawfull englishe monye To be payde unto her at the age of Eightene yeares Item I give unto William Parker my wifes Sonne the somme of Twenty pounds of lawfull Englishe monye To be payde unto him when he shall accomplishe the age of one and twenty yeares Item I give unto John Holney my Sonne the Somme of one hundred pounds of good and lawfull money of England To be payde unto him when he shall accomplishe the age of one and twenty yeares Item all the residue of my goods and Chattels (my debts beinge firste payde and my Funarall discharged) I give and bequeathe unto Agnes Holney my wife whome I doe ordaine and make my executrix of this my last will and testament And I desyre my brother William Holney and my brother John Barnard of Salvington and my Neighbours William Middleton gent Henry Hull of Crockershill and John Whittington of Norton to be my overseers of this my last will and testament And I give unto either of them for their paines therein to be taken Six shillinge eight pence a peece In wittnes whereof I have putte hereunto my hand and seale the daye and yeare firste above written John Holney
