In the Name of God Amen the eleventh day of November in the year of our Lord God One Thousand Six Hundred Twenty Five I RICHARD MARCHANT of Shermanbury in the County of Sussex yeoman being sick in body but of good and perfect remembrance (thanks bee to Almighty God for it) doe make and ordeyne this my last will and testament in manner and form following First I bequeath my soul to Almighty God and my body to bee buried in Christian buriall Item I give and bequeath unto my Sonne Richard Marchant one cupboard standing in the parlour Item I give and bequeath unto my Sonne Peter Marchant Ten pounds of lawfull money of England and my sealskin to bee paid and delivered unto them at their severall ages of one and Twenty years Item I give and bequeath to THOMAS MARCHANT my youngest Sonne one crofte lying in Ditchling lately bought of one Thomas Moore comonly called and knowne by the name of Broadwishe contayning by estimacon foure acres bee it more or less to have and to hold freely and cleerly to him and his heirs forever And also I doe give him moreover Ten pounds of lawfull money of England to bee paid to him likewise at the age of one and Twenty years Item I give and bequeath to Elizabeth Marchant my eldest daughter Forty pounds of lawfull money of England Item I give and bequeath to Mary Marchant my youngest daughter Forty pounds of like lawfull money of England to bee paid unto them at their severall ages of one and Twenty years or their days of marriage which of them shall first happen All the rest of my goods and chattells my debts being paid I give and bequeath to ELIZABETH MARCHANT my wife whome I do make and ordeyne my whole and sole Executrix to this my last will and testament And I do intrust my trusty and well beloved brother Robert Vincent my trusty and well beloved brother William Marchant and my trusty and well beloved brother Nicholas Goffe to bee the overseers of this my last will and testament And I give to every of them for their paynes five shillings of lawfull money of England
