1626 will of John Stone 

(second great grand uncle to ELIZABETH STONE, wife of THOMAS MARCHANT the diarist)

In the name of God Amen the third daie of February in the yeare of our Lord God according to the Computacon of the Church of England one Thousand sixe hundred and five and twenty and in the first yeare of the Reigne of our Soveraigne Lord Charles by the grace of god of England Scotland France and Ireland Kinge defender of the faith I John Stone of the Nunnery in the parish of Rusper in the County of Sussex and Diocese of Chichester being feeble in body but perfect of mind and memory I thank god for it doe ordayne and make this my last Will and Testament in manner and forme following first I Comitt my Soule unto allmightie god my Creator and Redeemer and my body to the earth to bee buryed where it shall please god Item I will and bequeath to the poore of the parish of Rusper forty shillings to bee payd within one yeare next after my decease viz ten shillings at the end of every quarter of a yeare that yeare Item I give more to the poore three pounds which I will shalbe distributed at my buryall to the poore of the parish of Rusper and all other poore that shall come at the discrecon of mine Overseers and the Churchwardens and Overseers of the poore of the parish of Rusper Item I give to the poore mans boxe five shillings Item I give to my three Servants John Stone James Stone and Elizabeth Peter five pounds apeece to bee payd within one yeare next after my decease Item I give unto Joane Snell my Servant twelve pounds and eight shillings which I will shalbe payd within halfe a yeare next after my decease Item I give unto John Boorer my Servant Twenty shillings I will shall bee payd within one yeare next after my decease Item I forgive John Longhurst my tenant all that he oweth mee for anything whatsoever Item I give the wife and children of the said John Longhurst forty shillings to be equally divided betweene them and to bee paide into the hands of the said John Longhurst one quarter of a yeare next after my decease Item I give unto Margaret the wife of John Skite Ten shillings And as concerning the disposicon of my lands and Tenemt First I will and bequeath all my house Barnes and Land thappurtenaces in Dorking in the County of Surrey to Elizabeth my wife for and during her naturall life and after her decease to Elizabeth Younge my Kinswoman the wife of William Younge of Henfold in Capell in the County of Surrey for and during her naturall life and after her decease to John Younge her elder Sonne and to his heires and assigns forever Item I give unto HENRY STONE of Capell my Brother all my house Tenemt and Lands in Rusper Horsham with thappurtenances called the Nunnery Mansland Gardiners Standham and meade (except for much of the farme as is conveyed to the above named Elizabeth my wife for her joynture and dower during her naturall life) to have and to hold all the said Tenement house and lands with the appurtenances (except before excepted) unto the said HENRY STONE his heires and assigns for and during the terme of five yeares next coming after my decease he the said HENRY not makeing any wast or spoyle of the woods during the said five yeares And after the five yeares expired and ended I give and bequeath all the said tenemt house and lands with the appurtenances (except my wives joynture for her naturall life only) to JOHN STONE the eldest Sonne of HENRY STONE my Brother to have and to hold all the said Tenemt house and lands and every part and parcell of them with all and singular the appurtenances (except before excepted) unto the said JOHN STONE his heires and assigns for ever to thonly and proper use and behoof of the said JOHN STONE his heires and assigns for evermore And I will and bequeath moreover to the said JOHN STONE Sonne of the said HENRY STONE my Brother all the Tenement house and lands with thappurtenances which are my wives joynture called the Nunnery to have and to hold all the said Tenemt house and lands with the appurtenances from after the decease of the above named Elizabeth my wife to the said JOHN STONE his heires and assigns forever to thonly proper use and behoof of the said JOHN STONE his heyres and assigns for evermore Item whereas I have one annuity or yearly rent of fourteene pounds a yeare to bee yearely issueing and going out of the Tenement and lands in Rusper late in the possession of ROBERT STONE my Father and sometymes (Cyfes?) Broades from and after the death of Jane Engler wife of William Engler gent I will the said annuity or yearely Rent of fourteene pounds by the yeare to the said JOHN STONE sonne of the said HENRY my Brother To have hold enjoy leavy and receive the said annuity or yearly Rent of fourteene pounds by the yeare to the said JOHN STONE his heires and assigns forever to thonly and proper use of the said JOHN STONE his heires and assigns for evermore Item whereas I have one other annuity or yearely Rent of fourteene pounds a yeare issuing and goeing of the lands of John Heather in Dorking aforefaid I will the said annuity or yearly rent of fourteene pounds a yeare to thabove named HENRY STONE my Brother towards the peformance of this my last Will and Testament to have hold leavy and receive the said annuity or yearley Rent of fourteene pounds a yeare to the said HENRY STONE his heires and assigns for ever to thonly and proper use and behoof of the said HENRY STONE his heires and assigns for evermore Item I give unto John Bowell Jane Bowell and Mary Bowell the Children of my Sister Jane Twenty pounds apeece To bee payd unto them at theire severall ages of sixteene yeares Item I give unto Judith Bowell an other Child of my Sister Jane Thirty pounds to bee payd at her age of sixteene yeares Item I give unto Elizabeth Stone the Daughter of my said Sister Jane five pounds to bee payd wthin one yeare next after my decease Item I give unto Elizabeth my wife all my household stuffe (except the Tables in the Hall and Parlour and the Table and dressers in the kitchin a great Spit and the bed and bedsted as it is now furnished in the winsscott (?) Chamber with things excepted I will shall remayne standing in the house for the use of my said wife during her life and afterwards to thuse of the said JOHN STONE my Brothers Sonne Item I give more unto the said Elizabeth my wife all my Butter and Cheese and apples seaven pflitches of Bacon to bee taken at her own Choyse all the poultrey eight quarters of good cleane and sweet wheate twenty quarters of good cleane and sweet oates all the tooles and implements of husbandry all the hempe pflaxe yarne wooll and Cloth in the house All the wheate upon the longe feild conteyning by estimacon seaven acres more or lesse Item I give unto her five of my best kyne to bee taken all at her choice and the best Bull Item I give unto her four oxen vizt two black oxen with white faces and two steeres of four yeare old Item I give unto her more my gray nagg and a gray horse that useth to goe before myne oxen and sufficient hay to finde all the said Kyne oxen and horses until grasse bee sufficiently growne Item I give more unto the said Elizabeth my wife ten pounds to bee payd unto her within one month next after my decease Item I give unto her more all her apparell and all the plate Jewells Ringes money and other things whatsoever which she hath in her owne Custody or keeping Item I give unto every one of the Children of my said Brother HENRY STONE which he had by his former wife twenty pounds apeece Item I give unto every one of the Children of Robert Hunneywood of Horsham Blacksmith ten shillings apeece Item I give unto Elizabeth Younge the Daughter of William Younge of Henfold and of Elizabeth his wife forty pounds to bee payd unto her at her age of sixteene yeares All the residue of my goods not before given my debts payd my legacies performed and my Body honestly buried I give and bequeath to HENRY STONE above named my Brother whom I make full and whole Executor of this my last Will and Testament And I doe ordayne and appoynt my trusty and well beloved friends Joseph Browne Clarke Parson of Rusper William Browne sonne of the said Joseph and Thomas Eversede of the farme parish Overseers of this my last will and Testament and I give to each of them for theire paynes Twenty shillings And I doe hereby revoke and make voyd all former wills by mee made and I will that this present will shalbe reputed and taken for my very true and last will In Witnes whereof I have to every sheet of paper conteyning two in number sett my hand and Seale in the presence of these whose names are underwritten By mee John Stone
