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1628 will of John Wickham of Worth

In the name of God Amen John Wickham of Worth in the county of Sussex being sick in body not of remembrance did upon the ninth day of June Anno Domini 1628 make and declare this last will and testament nuncupative in manner and form in effect following viz:

First I did will and bequeath unto the poor of the parish of Worth five shillings Item he did will and bequeath unto Richard Wickham eight pounds of good and lawful English money part of the sum of ten pounds remaining in the hands of his brother William Wickham Item he did will and bequeath unto the said William Wickham forth shillings being the residue of the said ten pounds, any said .... all legacies of eight pounds and forty shillings his will was it should be paid when the said ten pounds becometh due and payable unto the said John Item he did will and bequeath unto Timothy Wickham his loving wife one gown and unto John ? Tickner? one coat and unto Peter Humphrey his apprentice one lamb Item he did nominate and appoint Henry Young of Slaugham to be his executor of this his last will and testament whom he did desire to sell his goods for the speedy payment of his debts and legacies herein bequeathed Item all the rest of his goods and chattels and credible his debts and legacies first paid he did will and bequeath to Richard Wickham and Timothy Wickham his children equally to be divided between them Lastly he did desire and entreat Nicholas Brooker of Worth and Richard Wickham of Balcombe to be executors of this his last will and for their payment to be taken herein he did give unto them six shillings eight pence apiece
