1628 Will of Katherine Stone (nee Heybourne) 

3rd great-grand aunt of the wife of THOMAS MARCHANT the diarist

In the name of God Amen the ninth day of February Anno Domini One thousand six hundred twenty eight and in the fourth year of the reign of our Sovereign Lord Charles by the grace of God of England Scotland France and Ireland king defender of the faith I Katherine Stone of Ockley in the County of Surrey Widow being sick in body but of perfect remembrance Thanks bee to Almighty God I make and ordain this my last will and testament in manner and form following First I commend and bequeath my Soul to Almighty God my maker And my body to the earth from whence it came Item I give to the poor people of Ockley twenty shillings Item I give to John Stone my eldest son twenty shillings Item I give to William Stone and Henry Stone my Sons ten shillings apiece Item I give and bequeath unto Jane Stone my daughter twenty shillings two pairs of tick Sheets one pewter platter and one pewter dish Item I give & bequeath unto Thomas Greenfield my Grandchild five shillings Item I give to Katherine Margesson five pounds of currant English money and one of my four best coursetts Item I give unto the said Katherine one piece of New woollen cloth roughly weight about six pounds Item I give to Mary Margesson the daughter of Richard Margesson five pounds of lawful money of England Item I give to the said Mary Margesson my best gown my best petticoat my best hat and one pair of flaxen sheets Item I give to Katherine Johnston the wife of Henry Johnston twenty shillings Item I give to Marie Johnston my Goddaughter twenty shillings Item I give to Richard Margesson and William Margesson the two sons of Richard Margesson my son in law twenty shillings apiece Item I give to John Stone my Grandchild twenty shillings Item I give unto Henry Stone my Grandchild twenty shillings Item I give to William Shorte my servant twenty shillings if he be dwelling with me at my death Item I give to Elizabeth Barhiler my maid servant twenty shillings if she be dwelling with me at my death Item I give to Robert Smith and Nicholas Peeter to each of them one bushel of wheat Item I give to the wife of Robert Smith one russet petticoat such I used to wear on working days and to Elizabeth Smith daughter of the said Robert Smith my best russet petticoat Item I give to Joane Barhiler servant to Richard Margesson five shillings Item I give to Katherine Peeter my Goddaughter twenty shillings and to every of my other Godchildren twelve pence apiece The rest of all my goods cattells and chattels unbequeathed and not given I give and bequeath unto Robert Stone my son Doth I make my sole Executor of this my last will and testament and he to take my debts pay my debts and legacies and to see this last and testament fulfilled in all points as I trust he will Also I make John Evershed Richard Margesson and Thomas Backs of Ockley aforesaid overseers of this my last will and testament Desiring them to see the same truly executed according to the true meaning hereto In Witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand and state the day and year first above written in the presence of those whose names are here underwritten Katherine Stone her Mark
