1629 Will of Robert Chatfield of Newick

The Chatfield family has strong links to the Marchants
In the name of God Amen I Robert Chatfeild of Newicke in the county of Sussex yeoman being weake in bodie but of perfect memorie (praised be God) doe make and ordaine this my last will and testament in manner and forme following 

Imprimus I bequeath my soule into the handes of Almightie God my creator hoping to be saved by the onely meritts death and passion of Jesus Christ my redeemer And my body to be buried in the earth whereof it was made at the discretion of mine executors hereafter named 

And as for my worldly goodes wherewith the Lord hath blessed mee doe thus dispose of them 

Impris I doe give and bequeath unto the poore people of the parish of Newicke twentie shillinges to be distributed among them uppon the day of my buriall at the discretion of mine executors and overseers hereafter named 

Item I give to Robert Chatfeild mine eldest sonne and his heires forever all my freehold land together with all buildings standing and being thereupon with all other appurtenances in the parish of Bentworth in the countie of South uppon the condition that hee the said Robert Chatfeild of his assignes shall paie or cause to payd to my sonne Edmond Chatfeild the summe of one hundred pounds within one yeare next after my decease 

And in case of my said sonne Robert doe refuse to paie the said summe of one hundred poundes accordingly Then I doe by these presents demise and to farme lett all my said freehold landes with the appurtenances in Bentworth to my said sonne Edmond and his assignes from the day of my decease for and untill the full terme of twenty and one yeares fully to be compleate and ended nomine pene? hee my said sonne Edmond yeeldinge and paying to my said sonne Robert yearely and every yeare during the said terme the rent of twopence at the two usuall rent daies viz the feast of St. Michaell the Archangell and the feast of the Annuntiation of the blessed virgin by even and equall portions if it be demanded 

Item I give and bequeath to John Chatfeild my second sonne twenty shillinges To be paid by mine executors within one yeare after my decease 

Item I give and bequeath to Edmond Chatfeild my third sonne and to his heires forever all that my messuage and tenement conteyning two dwellinges with Backsides gardens and all other appurtenances thereunto belonging being in the parish of St. Peter and St. Mary west out in the towne or Borough of Lewes in the county of Sussex 

Item I give and bequeath to Anne Jutton the now wife of Anthony Jutton my daughter the summe of one hundred poundes to be paid by mine executors within one halfe yeare after my decease But if my sonne and daughter Jutton doe recover and peaceablie enjoy that coppy hold in Chiltington which I purchased for them of the Lord of Abergenenay for three lines and into which, they and my grandchild Anthony Jutton are admitted Then my will and minde is That my said daughter and sonne Jutton shall repaie fowerscore pounds of the said ...? to mine executors within halfe a yeare after such recovery and peaceable enjoying of the said coppyhold 

Item I give and bequeath to Anthony Jutton my granchilde the sume of tenn pounds To be payd by mine executors when he shall acomplish the full age of twenty and one yeares 

Item I give and bequeath to Anne my wife the summe of thirtee pounds to be paid by mine executors within one year after my decease 

Item I give to my said wife all those goodes chattells and howsehold stuff wheresoever she was possed of and which did belong unto her at the tyme of the marriage betweene us uppon condicon that she shall not clayme or have any of my goodes and chattells nor any roynture? Dower or thirds out of any of my landes tenements or hereditaments which I now am hane? beine? or hereafter shalbe seised of during the covertance or intermarriage between us 

All the remainder of my goodes, my true debts and funerall expences discharges I doe will give and bequeath to my sonnes Edmond Chatfeild and William Chatfeild to be divided between them by even and equall portions whom I doe also appoint make and ordaine myne executors of this my last will and testament 

And I doe earnestly intreate my loving friend Thomas Doe, Clarcke Parson of Newicke and my loving brother in law John Godley of Bineham in the parish of Chayley to be overseers of this my last will and testament desiringe them to aide help and assist my said executors in the due execution of this my will and testament 

And lastly I doe by these presents renounse and revoke all former wills and testaments formerly made by mee
