In the name of God Amen I Dorothy Pocock of Fraunt in the County of Sussex the wife of John Pocock late deceased of Fraunt aforesaid being sicke of body but of good & pfecte memory (thanks bee to Almighty God therefore) doe uppon this one & thirtyth day of August Anno Dni 1631 make & declare this my last will & Testament as followeth. First I bequeath my soule into the hands of God that gave it & my body to bee buryed in the churchyard of Fraunt aforesaid. Item I will that out of my goods & moveables my debts & funeralls shalbee first discharged and the rest of all my moveable goods I give amongst my children. First I will & bequeath unto my sonne Robert a bullocke to bring my body to the ground paying to my sonnes Peter & Henry five shillings a peece. Item to him a bedsteddle & one payre of sheetes also one bourded chest & the table forme & benches standing in hall, also three peeces of pewter & the cauldron two truggs, also two course table clothes & a pitty coate & the two iron plates. Item to my sonne Robert a brandyron & a doling axe & an addes also to his children namely Mary Pocket a cupp & to Elizabeth a porringer, also to his wife a couple of milke truggs & to her two shillings out of the stuffe after it is prized?. Item to my daughter Elizabeth one joyne bedsteddle & a feather bed & a feather boulster. Item a ch... boulster & a paire of feather pillowes & a carpet? coverlet & blancket two paire of the best sheetes one bourded chest & a double box & a flat box also the cake irons & a litle bourded table wth a counter & three peeces of pewter wth one candlestick? also a pewter cupp & a porringer also five pewter spoones, also the biggest brasse kettle & the tongs & tostin iron & the fyer pan also ..... linnen & woollen .... & ... earthen pans, also two milke truggs & one woodden platter, also longe fyne lynnen tablecloth & three napkins & two towells & a little? chaire. Item to my sonne John a little bourded ... steddle & a flock bed & a blancket, also a ch... boulster & a feather pillow, also a litle bourded chest & a paire of sheetes & two peeces of pewter & a brasse possenet also the iron pot that is b... least & one trugg & the butter platter, also a course table cloth & a pillow coat & the drawing knife & the sledge & the wedge. Item to my sonne Peter I give a trundle bed & a chaffe bed & a blancket & a pillow & a paire of sheetes & a boulster & the ... greatest bourded chest & foure peeces of pewter & the least brasse kettle & the great iron pot & the lynnen seeling wth a fringe & a bead? & the best towell & the best pillow coat & a great chaire. Also a morter?. Item to my sonne Henry a joyne chest & a deske? box & a paire of sheetes the best after Elizabeth hath chosen & a bourded old cubbourd & three peeces of pewter & six spoones & the next brasse kettle to Elizabeth & the great iron possenet a brasse candlesticke & the pothangers yt twenty & one yeares of age & the fyne tablecloth & a litle joyne chaire & a great Bible & a tray after twenty & one yeares of age. Memorandum touching all the movables unbequeathed my will is that they should bee devided amongest all my children letting & deviding to the younger ones the most part. My will is that my sonne Robert bee wholy executor to see all things well fulfilled according to this my last will & Testament. The marcke of Dorothy Pocket.
