1639 will of Thomas Godly, Chailey, Sussex.   Proved 20 June 1639     PROB11/180


In the name of God Amen I Thomas Godly of Chayleigh in ye County of Sussex yeoman being sicke in body but of perfect mynd & memory doe make & ordayne this my last Will & Testamt in manner & forme following.  First I bequeath my soule to Almighty God and my body to the earth.  And as for my worldly goods I give & bequeath them as followeth.  Imprimis I geve unto the poore of the parish of Chayley aforesaid three pounds to be payd within foureteene dayes after my decease by myne executrix.  Item I geve unto my sister Marie Wood fifteene pounds to be payd to her within six monthes after my decease by myne executrix.  Item I give unto Elizabeth Wood my sister fifteene poundes to be payd unto her within six monthes after my decease by myne executrix.  Item I give unto Anne the daughter of Henry Chatfeild twelve pounds to be payd to her when shee shall accomplish the age of seventeene yeeres or at her day of marriage which first shall happen.  Item I give unto Margaret Todman fower pounds to be payd to her within six monthes after my decease.  Item I give & bequeath tenn pounds to be spent at my funerall.  All the rest of my goods (my legacyes payd and funerall discharged) I give unto my sister Anne the wife of Nicholas Button whome I make my sole & whole executrix of this my last Will & Testament.  And I intreate John Merriam & John Godley to be overseers of this my last Will & Testament.  In wittnes whereof I have put to my hand & seale the seven & twentith day of Aprill in the fifteenth yeere of the raigne of our Soveraigne Lord King Charles by the grace of God of England &c and in ye yeare of our Lord 1639.
