The ninth day of August…… 1652 This is the last will and testament of Thomas Simmons of Barcombe in the county of  Sussex husbandman, deceased, by word of mouth in the presence of John Heaseman of Barcombe aforesaid yeoman and John Chambers of Barcombe aforesaid yeoman. 

First I give and bequeathe unto John Simmons of Barcombe aforesaid my son all my wearing apparel and also I give to him forty shillings of lawful money of England to be paid to him by my executor hereinafter named all the rest and residue of my goods cattel and chattels I give and bequeathe unto  Isabel my now wife whom I make my sole executor.

In witness ……will the witnesses above named gave here unto our hands. John Heaseman, the mark of William Howard, John Chauntler.
