1653 will of Francis Killingbeck of Ardingly

In the name of God amen I Francis Killingbecke of Ardinglie in the countie of Sussex the XXIXth of September in the yeare of our Lord God one thousand six hundred and two and fiftie beinge sicke in bodie but of good and perfect memorie thanks therfore begiven to Almightie God doe make and ordayne this my last will and testament in writinge in manner and forme following Imprimis I bequeath my soule into the hands of Almightie God that gave itt and my bodie to be buried in the church or churchyard of Ardinglie att the discretion of my executors hereafter named Item I give and bequeath to the poore of the parish of Ardinglie the some of tenn shillings to be equallie divided amongst them on the day of my buriall Item I give and bequeath to my brother John Killingbeck and to his heires for ever All those my lands and tenements lying in Ardinglie and Hoadly after the decease of John Killingbeck my father my said brother John payinge to Thomas Killingbeck my brother the some one hundred pounds within two yeares after the decease of John Killingbeck my father Item I give and bequeath unto Dorcas Killingbeck my sister the some of fiftie pounds to be paid to her by my brother John Killingbeck before named within three yeares next after the decease of my father aforesaid out of the lands and tenements which I have given him lyinge in Hoadly and Ardingly aforesaid Item I give and bequeath to my sister Lashmoore and to my sister Warnett and to my sister Margarett Killingbeck the some of tenn pounds apeece to be paid ? to them by myne executors hereafter named within one yeare next after my decease Item I give to Jane Fairehall my servant the some of five pounds to be paid unto her within one yeare next after my decease by myne executors hereafter named Item I doe nominate and appointe my lovinge brother John Killingbeck aforesaid and Jane my loving wife my full and whole executors of this my last will and testament and I desire my father John Killingbeck aforesaid and Henry Bray my whole overseeres of this my last will and testament givinge unto them tenn shillings apeece for their care and paynes to be paid by my executors aforesaid within one moneth next after my decease and all the rest of my goods and chattles not before bequeathed my debts expences and funerall charges discharged I give and bequeath to my executors before named Item my will and desire is that my brother John aforesaid shall have all these my lands and tenements before bequeathed lyinge in Hoadly and Ardingly aforesaid immediately from and after the decease of Jane my wife aforesaid In witness whereof I have hereunto sett my hand and seale the day and yeare first above written -Francis Killingbeck- read sealed published and declared to be the last will and testament of the said Francis in the presence of Walter Cripps Charles Crispe and one John Killingbecke senor.

This will was proved at Westminster the fifteenth day of Aprill in the yeare of Our Lord God one thousand six hundred fiftie and three before the judges for probate of wills and grantinge administrations entitled and Acte for probate of wills and grantinge administrations by the oath of John Killingbeck the brother one of the executors named in the said will to whom was committed administration of all and singular the goods chattles and debts of the said deceased hee being first legallie sworne well and truely to administer the same Power beinge reserved to Jane Killingbeck the relict the other executrix named in the said will of the said deceased when shee shall come to desire the same.
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
