In the name of God Amen I Henry Streater of Shipley being sicke in body but in sound and perfect healthe and understanding Thanks be given to Allmightie God this tenth day of May 1651 doe make my last will in manner following ffirst I constitute executrix my last will my eldest daughter Elizabeth my desire being that my said executrix shall pay all just debts that I owe if any be to any man In primis I give unto my eldest sonne Richard Streater twenty shillings to be paid him by my executrix within one monthe after my decease Item I give unto my grandchild Annis the daughter of Richard Streater my sonne five shillings to be paid him [sic] when shee shall accomplish eighteene yeares or day of marriage which shall first happen Item I give unto my grandchild Richard Streater twentie shillings and one peece of pewter to be payed and delivered to him when he attaineth the yeares of one and twenty Item I give unto my second sonne James Streater one cubbord in the kitchen one bed and bedstedle bolsters coverlett bolsters and blankettes with all that belongeth to him standing in the outer chamber Also to him one iron pott twoe peeces of pewter one with another my owne chest whereof I keepe the key two trugges two paire of sheetes one fyne pillowcoate and twoe napkins All which being indifferentlie appried my will is that what it wants of vallue of tenne pounds it shall be made up in money which money and goods are to be paied and delivered him when he come to the age of one and twentie yeares and in the meane time my executrix is to have the money and profit of that money and goods Item I give unto my daughter Annis Streater one truckle bedstedle wth the bedd ??? coverlett and blankett and all pertaining to it one Chest and a boxe foure Trugges halfe a dozen of pewter one of the biggest brasse Kettles foure payre of sheetes one paire of T??e pillow coates five napkins and a feather pillow All wch being vallued the said goods and moneys to make it up tenne pounds w to be paied to her when she cometh to the age of eighteene yeares or day of marriage which shall first happen and meane while to be emploied by my executrix as abovesaid Item I give to the poor of the parish of Shipley five shillings Item I give to my godsonne Thomas Mascall twelve pence Item to my godsonne Henry Greenefeild twelve pence and I constitute my loving freinds Richard Worfeild and Leonard Melham overseers of this my will desiring them to see this my will performed in every point In testimony whereof I have hereunto set my hand Henry Streater his mark, published and delivered in the presence of John Stoughton
