1658 will of Thomas Plumer of Ripe (born 1609)

I Thomas Plumer of Ripe in the County of Sussex gent beinge ………………………..  but through the mercy of God of sound and perfect memorie doe this first day of September in the year of our Lord One thousand Six hundred fifty eight do make and ordaine this my Last Will and Testament in the manner and forme followinge  First I Comitt my Soule to Almighty God as into the handes of a mercifull Creator and Redeemer And my bodie to be decently buried in ……  …………………..  .. full resurrection unto eternall life  And for my personal estate I dispose thereof as followeth  First I Will and give to the poore of the Parishe of Ripe Three pounds…………. ………….. Also I will and devise to James Plumer my eldest sonne all that my marsh land contayning by estimation Fourteen acres and three woodes ……  ….. lyinge and beinge in   ………………..     ……………………in Hailsham called or known by the name of …………   …………….   ………………………………………. Whatsoever To hold to him and his heires for ever  And I give to the said James Plumer all the household stuffe which was myne before my second marriage…………..   ……………… best bedd with its furniture which I give to my sonne James Plumer  Alsoe I will and devise to Thomas Plumer my second sonne all those my landes in Ringmer called the B………….alias …………………contayninge by estimation fourty acres more or less with a Stable there upon  And all those twoe pieces or parcells of land called the ………hams Lyinge together conteyninge by estimacon  fourteen acres And also one other parcell of land called the Beneham conteyninge by estimacon foure acres and one p……..  And also one house and a little Barne with two Croftes conteyninge by estimacon Three acres more or less beinge all in Ringmer aforesaid and nowe in the tenure or occupacon of one John Marter or his assignes  To hold to the said Thomas Plumer and the heires of his bodye lawfullie to be begotten with such remaynders over as are severally settled and lymitted by a certaine deede indented thereof made  Also I give to my said sonne Thomas and his heires one yarde and a halfe of land beinge one Twelfth part of the Mannor of Iford lyinge and beinge in the parishes of Iford and Kingston purchased of Walter Burtland gent.  And alsoe one yard land parte of the said Mannor lyinge and beinge in the said parishes of Iford and Kingston late purchased of Henry Watkins  Together with all the barnes buildinges royalties Rents profittes and appurtenances to the said landes and my part of the Mannor aforesaid belonginge.  Also I will and devise to my sonnne John Plumer and his heires All those my Landes and Tenements in the County of Kent beinge a moirty or one halfe part of a Tenement and Farme called Swingle de Veus conteyninge in the whole by estimacon three …. acres my part beinge Thirty acres lyeinge and beinge in Brenchley in the said County of Kent late purchased of Thomas Hawe  Alsoe I will & bequeath unto my said sonne John Plumer the sume of Eight hundred pounds of lawfull money of England  And I doe desire and appoint my Executrix and Overseers of this my Will to pay out the said Sume of Eight hundred poundes in purchasinge landes and Tenements to be settled upon the said John Plumer to the use of him and his heires when it may conveniently be done  And my Will is that Awdrey my wife shall have and receive out of the estate by me given to my said sonne John Plumer yearelie duringe the terme of her naturall life Fifteene pounds to be paid half yearlie by equall porcons  And after her decease to returne to the said John Plumer his heires and assignes (that is to saie) the saide yearrlie sume & payment do cease and determine  Alsoe I will and devise to the saide Awdrey my wife duringe her naturall life All those my lands in Chalvington called Lovills now in the occupacon of Henry Bancks  And I doe make and ordaine the saide Awdrey my wife to be Executrix of this my Last Will and Testament  And I doe desire and appoint my loveinge Brother James Plumer and John Bartenshawe to be Overseers thereof to see the same duely performed  In wittnes whereof I have hereunto sett my hand and seale the day and yeare first above written  Thomas Plumer  Signed sealed and published for my last Will and Testament In the presence of John Vine William Olive

Memorandum That on the daye and yeare……………………………………………..….. ………………………. the signinge sealinge and publishing of this my Last Will and Testament I doe give and bequeath to John Comber of Barkham the sume of Fower pounds of good and lawfull money of England To be paid within one month of my death  Item my  will and desire is that if my sonne Thomas Plumer doe dye and depart this naturall life beinge under age and before my sonnes John and William Plumer That then the said John and William should equally share the estate of the said Thomas Plumer as joynt heires of the same,  But in case it soo please Almightie God that the said Thomas and John Plumer should dye (beinge under age) and depart this life before the said William  Then my will and desire is that the said William be the onely heire unto the said Thomas and John Plumer  Item my Will is That if my sonne John Plumer should dye and depart this life beinge under age before Thomas and William Plumer my sonnes That then the said Survivors shall equally share the estate of the said John Plumer.

This Will and Codicil were proved at London the third day of February in the yeare of our Lord God according to the computacon of the Church of England One Thousand Sixe hundred fifty eight before the Judges for probate of Wills and grantinge administrations lawfully authorized By the oathe of Awdrey Plumer the Relict and Executrix named in the said Will to Whom was committed Administracon of all and singular the goodes chattels & debts of the said deceased Shee being first sworne by vertue of a Comission well and truely to administer.
