In the Name of God Amen I Thomas Marchant of the parish of Keymer in the County of Sussex yeoman being ill of body but of good and perfect memory thanks be to Almighty God doe make and ordeyne this my last will and testament in manner and form following First I bequeath my Soule to Almighty God my maker and redeemer and my Body to the Earth whereof it was made and bee buryed in Christian buryall in the churchyeard of Keymer aforesaid Allsoe I give unto Elizabeth my loving wife forty pounds of lawfull monye of England to bee payed unto her within six monthes next after my Decease Allsoe I give unto the sayd Elizabeth my wife all such goodes and household____________________ as she brought and had at our Enter maryage Allsoe I give unto my eldest sonn John Marchant ten pounds of lawfull money of England to bee payed to him within one year next after my Decease Allsoe I give unto Thomas Marchant my sonn ten shillings of lawfull money of England to bee payed to him within one month next after my Decease Allsoe I give Anne Downe my daughter twenty pounds of lawfull monye of England to bee payed unto her within one year next after my Decease Allsoe I give unto Jane my daughter five pounds of lawfull monye of England to bee payed unto her within one year next after my Decease and my Mynde and Will is that if the said Jane my daughter bee deade or doe happen to dye or departe this life before the aforesaid legasyes bee payed or to bee payed that then the sayd five pounds shall be divided amongst so many children of her body as shall bee then living Allsoe I give unto Joane my daughter three shillings and four pence to bee payed unto her within one year next after my Decease All the residue of my goods chattels and cattell not given now bequeathed I give unto Myles Marchant my eldest sonn and John Marchant my youngest sonn whom I make my joynt whole and Sole Executor of this my last will and testament to the Intent that my said Executors shall paye my deptes legasyes and discharge my funaralle expenses In witness whereof I the sayd Thomas Marchant have to this my last will and testament Set to my hand and Seal the third day of June in the yeare of our Lord God one thousand six hundred and fifty nine
