I Alexander Elliott of Mayfield in the County of Sussex yeoman being not well Of body but of good and perfect  memory  (Thanks be to God) do make and ordain this my last will and testament in manner and form following. First | bequeath my soul into the hands of Almighty God who gave it hoping assuredly that it Shall rise again at the last day in and through the … of my Saviour Jesus Christ. And my body to be buried in the little Chancel of the parish Church of Mayfield in good and decent manner by the discretion of my executors hereinafter named. Item I give unto the poor people of the said parish of Mayfield 4 pounds of lawful money of England to be paid to them within 20 days after my decease by my Executors, Item I give unto my daughter Mary Hartridge of ?Glenbury widow 20  pounds of lawful money of England to be paid to her within one year after my decease by  my Executors, And I give unto her the said Mary Hartridge   50 pounds unto her within 2. years after my decease. Item I give unto Mary Hartridge my said daughter 5 pounds to be paid unto her within one whole year after my decease by my Executors, 

Item I give unto all my Grandchildren that son John Elliott hath 1 pound ?10 shillings to buy every one of them a silver spoon. Also to all Grandchildren of my son Alexander Elliott 1 pound ? 10 shillings to buy everyone of them a silver spoon, item I give unto the ? now servants of my son Alexander Elliott, Thomas West Thomas... Thomas Mills and Elizabeth Gellott 4 shillings to each of them to be paid to them within one year after my decease, 

Item I will and ordain my son John Elliott and Alexander to be my sole Executors whom I give all the residue of my goods and household stuff, 

This is the last will and testament of me the said Alexander Elliott senior which I ordain, ratify and confirm, And have Set my hand and seal this eighteenth day of January in the year of our Lord God one thousand six hundred fifty eight.
