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Memoranda that William Wickham whilst he lived at Worth in the County of Sussex husbandsman in or about the nineteenth day of September in the year of our Lord one thousand six hundred sixty five being then sick of the sickness whereof he died did note an intention to dispose of his goods & estate being of perfect mind & memory did make & declare his last will & testament nuncupative by word of mouth in effect as follows to wit he did will & give all his moneys bonds & bills personal to his son in law William Witeham (Wickham?) of Worth aforesaid & did then deliver unto the said William Witeham (Wickham) all his bonds bills & writeings And further he did at the same time declare his will and mind to be that his brother Nicholas Wickham should not have any use of his estate but desired that the said William Wickham his son in law might have & enjoy it accordingly. So his said will & true meaning are all or words to the same effect & purpose the said William Wickham did speak & utter & declare to stand for and be his last will & testament in the presence of divers credible witnesses namely John Butcher Thomas Butcher and Anne Botown
