In the name of God Amen, the twenty first day of June in the one and twentieth year of the reign of our sovereign Lord Charles the second by the grace of God King of England Scotland France and Ireland, defender of the faith anno Christini 1669 , I Thomas Bannester of Barcombe in the County of Sussex yeoman, being  sick of body but of good and  perfect memory Almighty God be praised, revoking all former wills by me at my hand here after do make and ordain this my last will and testament in manner and form the following that is to say First I commend my soul unto Almighty God my maker hoping assuredly through the only merit of Jesus Christ my saviour to be made…. of life everlasting and I remand my body to the earth from whence it came to be buried at the discretion of my loving wife and my executors herein after named and touching the disposition of such worldly goods and personal effects wherewith  it hath pleased Almighty God to bless me with ….. I may take ……for the satisfying my just and due debts and to reward such as I have found…. Full  My will and mind is that all my goods chattels and personal estate shall be sold with what convenient speed may be by my executors hereinafter named and the money that shall …. be made by the sale there of I dispose as follows. Imprimis I give to Elizabeth my eldest daughter now wife of Edward Barr the sum of three shillings to be paid her within one month next after my decease and I give and bequeath unto my two sons Thomas and John Bannester the sum of four hundred pounds …. To either the sum of two hundred pounds to be paid unto them by my executors hereinafter named when they shall accomplish their several ages of twenty four years they giving … to my executors hereinafter named as the …… of them to pay their mother and my loving wife Elizabeth Bannester…… sums of eighteen pounds during her widowhood and if she should happen to bestow herself in marriage my mind and will is that my said sons shall pay her only ten pounds yearly? during the terms of her natural life provided also …… and I do  hereby will   and ordain that if my said wife …. future and to bear children  and that it shall please God she be delivered of … the said son shall have the sum of one hundred pounds for his portion to be equally paid and delivered of the money  before by me bequeathed to my sons Thomas and John Bannester when he shall accomplish his full age of twenty four years if he surety?. giving… and aforesaid to pay his share of the eighteen pounds to my said wife during her widowhood aforesaid. But if it please God that she be delivered of a daughter then my will and mind is that I do hereby give and bequeath unto such daughter the sum of fifty pounds to be paid out of the portions of my said sons Thomas and John Bannester equally when she shall attain unto her full age of twenty one years or day of marriage which shall happen first and further my mind and will is that if either of my sons shall die before they shall accomplish their aforesaid age of twenty four years then that the survivors of them shall have the portion of those happening to die he giving security as aforesaid to pay the …. of money before bewilled to my wife by those…. Or the survivor  of fifty  pounds over and above the sum of one hundred pounds before only bequested to the … in the womb of my said wife if a son be paid to hi……….m at the same time………………………………………

I will and bequeath unto my younger daughters Mary, Jane , Hannah and Ann Bannester the sum of fifty pounds to be paid unto them when they shall accomplish their several ages of one and twenty years or date of marriage which shall happen first and if it shall happen that any of my said daughters shall die before they shall attain their several years of one and twenty or be unmarried my mind and will is that that portion or portions of her or them so happening to die will remain and be equally be paid to the survivors of them by my executors hereinafter named at the day and time before limited for payment….. provided…. And my mind and will is that the said Elizabeth my wife shall have and receive the interest and profits of all and only the sum of money herein by me bequeathed until the same shall…… and payable by portions of those…. for towards his maintainence and … of herself and children and further if my stock and personal estate ( my debts and funeral expenses being deducted) shall amount to above the sum of six hundred pounds my mind and will is that the overplus ( if any be) shall be equally divided between the said Elizabeth my wife and my oldest son Thomas Bannester aforesaid and my executors hereinafter named shall have sold the same for their present maintainence and sustenance. Then I make and ordain my very loving friends John …. of Hamsey in the county of Sussex gent and Francis Brigden of Aberton  in the county of Sussex yeoman executors of this my will and testament and I make and constitute and ordain my very loving brothers William Bannester and Anthony Bannester overseers to this my last will and testament performed according to the intent and meaning… In witnesss thereof I have subscribed this my last will and  testament contained in three sheets of paper with my own hand hereunto put my seal this day and year first above written  Thomas Bannester signed sealed and published … the presence of Thomas Medley, the mark of Nicholas Wine the mark of James Lambe.
