1674 will of Alexander ELLIOTT of Mayfield

In the name of God Amen this nineteenth day of November one thousand six hundred and seventy four and in the twenty seventh year (no words) of our sovereign Lord King Charles the second of England, Scotland, France and Ireland Defender of the Faith. I Alexander Elliott of Mayfield in the County at Sussex yeoman being fit of body and of good and perfect memory and understanding …. be God for the same do make and ordain this my last will and testament in manner and format as followeth

First I bequeath my soul unto God my maker hoping through the merits of Jesus Christ my only Lord and Saviour to be made …….. of everlasting life, 

Item I bequeath my body to be decently (reverently?) buryed at the discretion of my executor and ?ever said hereafter named,

Item I give unto the poor of the parish of Mayfield five pounds to be distributed within twelve months after my decease. 

Item I give unto Mary my beloved wife the best bed in my house ready furnished. Item I give unto my wife six pair of sheets. 

Item I give and bequeath unto my daughter Constance the wife of John Wood twenty pounds to be paid within twenty years after my decease. 

Item I give and bequeath to my son Thomas Elliott and his heirs one copyhold tenement lying near fair case In the parish of Mayfield also I give to the said Thomas Elliott two hundred pounds more at the age of one and twenty years to be paid, 

I give and bequeath unto my daughter Elizabeth Elliott one hundred and fifty pounds at the age of one and twenty years or at the day of marriage.

Item I give and bequeath to my daughter Hannah Elliott one hundred and fifty pounds at the age of one and twenty years or at the day of marriage, 

Item I give unto my daughter Mary Elliott one hundred and fifty pounds at the age at one and twenty years or at the day of marriage. 

Item I give and bequeath unto my daughter Ann Elliott one hundred and fifty pounds at the age of one and twenty or at the day of marriage. 

Item I give and bequeath unto my son John Elliott and his heirs three copyhold tenements lying at ….. in
Sussex with the house, barn, stables, malthouse and all other outhouses with the appurtenances containing by estimation one hundred acres more or less and occupied by Alexander Elliott my eldest son. 

Item I give and bequeath unto Alexander Elliott my eldest son my freehold land lying in Mayfield containing by estimation ….. and six acres more or less called by the name of Broadhurst to him and his heirs forever,

Item I give and bequeath to my son Alexander Elliott and his heirs one messuage and tenement called
Littleham with the mansion house, barn stable, malthouse with ? the appurtenances thereunto belonging. 

Item I give and bequeath unto my son Alexander Elliott and his heirs one copyhold tenement called by the name of Westland lying in the parish of Burwash containing by estimation six acres more or less. 

I .... my uncle, Mr. Thankfull Hepdon, and my brother John Elliott and my cousin Benjamin Newington and John Wood my son-inlaw to be ……..to this my last will and testament. And all the residue of my goods and chattels whatsoever I give unto my son Alexander Elliott allaying all my debts and legacies and funeral charges and I make him my sole executor of this my last will and testament and I the said Alexander Elliott to this my will have put my hand and seal. The mark of Alexander Elliott in the presence of Thankfull Hepden, John Elliott, Ben Newington, Clement Read.

All of his children inherited money from his father to buy a silver spoon with, Alexander and his brother John were the Executors of their father's will
