First I commend my Soule into the hands of Almighty God my Creator, whoe I am assured for his Deare Son’s sake Jesus Chrift my Redeemer will Receive the Same at the hour of my Death and glorifie it forever. And my body I committ to the Earth to bee Decently buried At the Discrecon of my Executor hereafter named. Item I give and bequeath unto Elizabeth Marchant, Dauthter of Richard Marchant my Brother in Law thirty poundes to bee paid unto her wthin Six monthes after my Decease. Item I give and bequeath unto my Coussen Thomas Marchant Son of the Said Richard Marchant two hundered poundes, to bee payd unto him wthin six monthes after my Decease. Item I give unto Peter Marchant son of the said Richard Marchant ten pounds. Item I give unto William Marchant Son of the Said Richard Marchant ten pounds. Item I give unto Richard Marchant Son of the said Richard Marchant fifty pounds to bee paid unto him wthin six monthes after my Decease. Item I give unto Thomas Marchant son of Peter Marchant my Brother in Law ten poundes to bee paid unto him wthin six monthes after my Decease. Item I give and bequeath unto the said Nicholas Marchant all the woods under woodes and tymber trees wch is now or hereafter shall bee standing growing and being upon the said Lands and Premisses And all the estate right tithe and Interest tyme and terme of yeares of me the said Thomas Jenner of in and to the same. And doe Alsoe pay unto his brother Peter Marchant and William Marchant fifty poundes apeice to be paid unto them wthin twelve months after my Decease. Item my will and meaning is, that my Coussen Nicholas Marchant Shall pay unto my executor hereafter named fifty pounds towards the paymt of my Legacies: To bee payd him wthin six monthes after my Decease. Item I give unto Elizabeth Earle the wife of Nicholas Earle ten pounds to bee pd unto her wthin twelve monthes after my Decease. Item I give unto Eden Carpenter wife of John Carpenter five pounds to bee paid unto her wthin a twelve monthes after my Decease. Item I give unto Susan Shearman five pounds, to bee paid unto her wthin a twelve monthes after my Decease, the Daughter of Drew Sharman Item all the rest and Residue of my ready money Householdstuffe goods chattells and cattell Debts and creditts wtsoever, my Debts being first paid and funerall expenses Discharged, I wholly give and bequeath unto my said Coussen Peter Marchant whome I make and ordaine the sole and onely executor of this my Last will and testamt. And I Desire and Appoynt my Coussen Stephen Ridge and my Coussen John _____ to bee Overseers of this my Last will and testamt And I give them full power to call in Richard Pilbem’s money, or to give such security As they shall think fitt. And I give unto them for their paines five pounds apeice. In Wittness whereof I the said Thomas Jenner have hereunto Sett my hand and Seale and published this to be my Last will and testamt the Day and yeare First above written Revoking and making voyd all other wills by me made.
