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In the Name of God Amen I George Norton of Chaligh in the County of Sussex Cordwainer, being of perfect Mind and Memory (Praise bee given to God therefore) Doe make and ordaine this my last Will and Testament in Writing as followeth; First I bequeath my soule to God Almighty my Maker, hoping in and through the Merritts of Jesus Christ my Redeemer, to receive Pardon and Forgiveness of all my Sinnes and Offences; And my Body to the Earth from whence it was taken to be decently buried by my Executrix hereafter named. And as

for my worldly Goods I doe give and dispose of them as followeth; Item I give and bequeath to my Sonne John Norton the summe of Five Pounds of good and lawfull Money of England to bee paid unto him within One Yeare next after my Decease by my Executrix hereafter named. Item I give and bequeath unto my Sonne George Norton the Summe of Five Pounds of like lawfull Money of England to bee paid to him within One Yeare next after my Decease by my Executrix as aforesaid. Item I give and bequeath unto my Daughter Elizabeth now Wife of John Sharpe of Lewes in the said County the summe of Five Pounds of like lawfull Money of England to bee paid to her within One Yeare next after my Decease by my Executrix as aforesaid. Item I give and bequeath to Charity Sharpe Daughter of John Sharpe and Elizabeth aforesaid the Summe of Five Pounds of like lawfull Money of England to bee paid unto her at her Age of One and Twenty Yeares or Day of her Marriage which shall first happen, by my Executrix as aforesaid. Item Whereas I have Surrendered into the hands of the Lord of the Mannour of Waningore ? in open Court, A Cottage and halfe an Acre of Land bee it more or less lying at Chaligh Greene, called by the name of the Pound House, and holding of the said Mannour, to the use of my last Will and Testament in Writeing and to such persons and persons as I shall therein and thereby give and bequeath the same, Item I give and bequeath the said Cottage and Lands thereunto belonging with the Appurtenences called Pound House as aforesaid to my youngest Daughter Katharine Norton and to her heires and Assigns for ever. And I doe make, constitute and ordaine my said Daughter Katharine

Norton full and whole Executrix to this my last Will and Testament to pay my Debts and Legacies and Funerall Expenses; And what shall remaine of my Goods, Chattells and Creditts after all shall bee paid as aforesaid I doe give and bequeath to my said Daughter Katharine

Norton my said Executrix. In witness hereof I have to this my Last Will and Testament set my hand and Seale this Fouerth Day of May in the Fouer and Thirtieth Yeare of the Raigne of our Soveraigne Lord Charles the Second over England Scotland France and Ireland King Defender of the Faith. 1682 And I doe earnestly intreat my Two Loveing Freinds and

Neighbours Thomas Coppard of Sinder in Chaligh and Thomas Jenner of Chaligh to bee Overseers to my said Executrix to assist her in the true performance of this my Will.
