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In the name of God Amen I Thomas Wickham of Wilmington in the County of Sussex Husbandman being sick and weak in Body but of good and perfect Memory (praised be God therefor) Do make and ordain this my last will and testament in manner and forme following, First I bequeath my Soule into the hands of God that gave it, and my body into Christian burial. Then I give and bequeath unto my daughter Ruth Wickham fourty shillings to be paid unto her at her Age of One and Twenty yeares. All the rest of my Goods, Chattells, Cattell and Movables whatsoever (My Debts and Legacy paid and ffuneral Expenses discharged) I give unto Ruth my now wife, whom I make sole executrix of this my last Will and testament. In witness whereof the said Thomas Wickham have hereunto set my hand and Scale the fifteenth day of April in the four and thirteenth years of the Reign of our Soveraigne Lord Charles the Second King over England et.. and in the year of our Lord One thousand six hundred eighty and two. Thomas Wickham his mark Signed and Sealed and Declared to be his last Will in the presence of Thomas West, Samuel Andrews, Edward H ......
