I JOHN STONE of Rusper in the County of Sussex Gent being in perfect health and of good and disposing memory and desirous to settle the estate wherewith it hath pleased God to bless me Doe make and ordaine this my last Will and Testament in manner and forme following that is to say First of all I bequeath my soule into the hands of Almighty God my Maker and my blessed Saviour and Redeemer Jesus Christ in and through whose merits alone I expect life everlasting and my body to the earth to be decently buryed according to the discretion of my Executrix hereafter named.  Item I give to the poore of the Parish of Rusper the sume of Five pounds of lawfull money of England to be distributed within one Moneth after my decease according to the discretion of my Executrix hereafter named.  Item I give unto my loving Wife All that my Messuage and Lands Barnes Buildings and Outhouses with the appurtenances called Myetts? and Eades? lying in the Parish of Rusper aforesaid and County of Sussex and now in the occupacon of Edward Peter or his Assignes for and during her naturall life and after her decease to my Sonne JOHN STONE and the Heires Males of his body lawfully begotten and for want of such Issue to my sonne Henry Stone and his Heires forever.  Item I give to my sonne JOHN STONE All that my Messuage Lands Barnes and Buildings with the appurtenances called Mans lying in Rusper aforesaid now in the occupacon of John Winchester or his Assignes to hold to him and the Heires Males of his body lawfully begotten.  And for want of such Issue to my sonne Henry Stone and his Heires forever.  Item I give unto my Daughter Elizabeth Stone All that my Messuage and Lands called Fosters lying in the Parish of Horsham and County of Sussex aforesaid now in the occupation of Walsingham Dale Widow and Richard Collens or their Assignes And alsoe all that my Messuage and Lands called Hooles? lying in Rusper aforesaid now in the occupacon of Henry Summershall or his Assignes And alsoe All that my Messuage and Garden in Horsham aforesaid in which Lawrence Swaine Gent now dwelleth To have and to hold all and singular the said Messuages and Lands with the appurtenances unto her my said Daughter Elizabeth Stone and to the Heires of her body lawfully begotten.  And for want of such Issue unto my said Sonne JOHN STONE and his Heires forever.  Item I give to my said Daughter Elizabeth Stone One dozen of silver Spoones marked with the Letters E. N. and two little silver Bowles which were her Mothers.  Item I give to my said Daughter Elizabeth Stone the sume of Foure hundred pounds of lawfull money of England to be paid her within one yeare after my decease by my Executrix hereafter named.  Item I give to my said Sonne Henry Stone all that my Messuage Lands Tenements Mill and Mill House called Clarkes with the appurtenances lying in the Parish of Capell in the County of Surrey now in the occupacon of John Risbridger Gent John _____ Miller and Jane Lewes or their Assignes To hold the said Messuage Lands Tenement Mill and Mill House with the appurtences unto him his Executors and Assignes for and untill the end of one yeare next after my decease. And further for and untill my Daughter Katherine Stone shall attain to her age of one and twenty yeares or day of marryage which shall first happen.  And if then my said sonne Henry Stone his Heires Executors or Administrators doe well and truly pay unto my said Daughter Elizabeth Stone the sume of Three hundred pounds of lawfull money of England within one yeare after my decease and alsoe the sume of Three hundred pounds of like lawfull money of England unto my said Daughter Katherine Stone on or at the day when she shall attain unto her age of one and twenty yeares or on the day of her marryage which shall first happen Then I doe hereby give the said last menconed Messuage Lands Tenement Mill and Mill House with the appurtences unto my Sonne Henry Stone and his Heires Males of his body lawfully begotten But if hee shall refuse or neglect to pay to my said Daughters or either of them the said severall and respective sumes of money on the said severall and respective Dayes appointed as aforesaid That then his Estate hereby devised in the premisses shall cease determine and be void.  And then if my said Sonne JOHN STONE his Heires Executors or Adms shall well and truly pay the said severall and respective sumes of money to my said Daughters within three moneths after the said respective dayes wherein the same ought to be paid as aforesaid Then I doe hereby devise and give the said last menconed Messuages Lands Tenements Mill and Mill House with the appurtenances unto my said sonne JOHN STONE and the Heires of his body lawfully begotten.  And for want of such Issue unto my Right Heires forever. But if hee shall refuse or neglect to pay the said severall sume of moneyes to my Daughters or either of them at the severall and respective times wherein hee is hereby directed to pay the same Then I doe hereby devise and give the said last menconed Messuage Lands Tenements Mill and Mill House with the appurtences unto my said Daughters Elizabeth and Katherine and to their Heires to be equally divided betweene them Provided neverthelesse and my will and meaning is That if my said sonne Henry Stone shall pay the said severall and respective sumes of moneys to my said Daughters Elizabeth and Katherine as they shall become payable according to this my Will and shall happen afterwards to dye without Issue male of his body and shall leave one or more Daughters that Then and in such case such Daughter or Daughters shall have hold and retaine the said Messuage Lands Tenements Mill and Mill House with the appurtenances untill such time as shee or they shall receive out of the Rents and Profitts of the same such sume or sumes of money as her or their said Father shall have paid as aforesaid to be equally divided betweene them Provided further neverthelesse and my will and meaning is That if my said Daughters Elizabeth and Katherine shall happen both of them to dye before the severall times of payment to them as aforesaid then and in such case I doe hereby give and devise the said Messuage Lands Tenements Mill and Mill House with the appurtenances to my said sonne JOHN STONE his Heires and Assignes forever.  Item I give and devise All that my Messuage and Lands called Tickfold? And Ridgebrook with the appurtenances lying in the Parish of Warnham and the County of Sussex aforesaid now in the occupacon of Thomas Redford or his Assignes to my said Daughter Katherine Stone and her Heires forever.  Item I give to my said Daughter Katherine Stone the sume of Three hundred pounds of lawfull money of England to be paid her at her age of one and twenty yeares by my Executrix hereafter named.  All the rest and residue of my personall estate whatsoever not before devised I give unto Elizabeth my loving Wife whom I make sole Executrix of this my Will the better to enable her to pay the Legacies hereby devised and to educate my said Children untill their respective Legacies shall become due.  And I doe earnestly desire my loving Brothers Peter Priaulx Clerke and Henry Johnson Gent to be Overseers of this my will and to advise and assist my said Executrix in the performance of the same.  And I doe give them Forty shillings apiece to buy them Rings over and above all charges they shall be at in pursuance of this my trust hereby reposed in them.  In Witnesse of this my last Will and Testament I have hereto sett my name and seale this six and twentyeth Day of January in the six and thirty yeare of the reigne of our Sovereigne Lord King Charles the second Anno Dm One thousand six hundred eighty foure JOHN STONE Sealed published and declared by the above named JOHN STONE as his last Will and Testament in the presence of John Budgen  _____Gale   Phillipa Gale
