In the Name of God Amen the three and twentieth day of February in the yeare of our Lord God one thousand Six hundred Eighty and five and in the Second yeare of the raigne of King James the Second I William Marchant of Edburton in the County of Sussex Yeoman being in pfect health and of sound and disposeing mind and memory god bee praised for the same Doe make and ordaine this my last Will and Testamt, in manner and forme following ~ First and principally I comitt my Soule into the hands of Almighty God hopeing through the meritorious account of my Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ to have free pardon and remission of all my Sinns my body I comitt to the Earth to bee decently buried according to the discretion of my Executrix hereinafter named. And for my reall and psonall Estate which God hath blessed me withall I give bequeath and dispose of in Such manner as herein is expressed. Item I give and bequeath unto my Sonn John Marchant one Shilling of lawfull money of England. Also I give and bequeath unto my daughter Elizabeth now wife of Edward Hill the like Sume of one Shilling of lawfull money of England. Item I give and bequeath such of my psonall Estate as shalbe left after my debts and Legacyes shalbe paid and my funerall expenses Discharged unto Peter Marchant my Sonn and to Susanna Marchant my daughter to bee divided unto them in an equal Porcon Share and Share alike, but my will and meaning is That Elizabeth my wife shall during their severall nonages of one and Twenty yeares have the increase and benefitt of my psonall Estate given unto my Said Sonn Peter and Daughter Susanna the better to enable her to bring them up and to give them reasonable maintenance untill their porcons shalbe payable. And my further will and minde is That in case either my Said Sonne Peter or my Daughter Susanna shall happen to depart this life before hee or shee shall attaine to his or her full age of one and Twenty yeares as aforesaid that the Survivor of them Shall have the whole and psonall Estate given unto them in manner as aforesaid to bee paid him or her at the age aforesaid. And whereas I the Said William Marchant by my certaine Surrender made in open Court at a Court Baron held for the Mannor of Perching upon Thursday the five and Twentieth day of September wch was in the Six and Twentieth yeare of the raigne of King Charles the Second late King of England Anno Dom 1684 before John Turner? gent Steward thereof Did Surrender into the hands of the Lord by the acceptance of the Steward aforesaid All my Customary lands within the Mannor of Perching to Such use and uses and for such Estate or Estates as I the said William Marchant by my last will should limitt or appoint always pvided That if I the aforesaid William Marchant at the next Court or at any other Court to bee holden for the said Mannor should declare that that prsent Surrender should bee void That then and from thenceforth That Surrender Should be void and of no _____ or virtue or with a Provisoe in Such Surrender contained to the Same or the like effect as by the Said Surrender relacon being thereunto had more or large it doth and may appeare As touching and concerning my Sevall Copyhold Lands and Tenemts with apputennces herein pticulary named being part of my Coppyhold Lands and Tenemts soe Surrendred as aforesaid I the said William Marchant doe hereby declare and my Will and meaning is that the Said Surrender shalbe and more to the uses and purposses herein Expressed and limitted (that is to say) As for and conserning my Copyhold Lands Tenemts hereditamts with appurtennces holden of the aforesaid Mannor of Perching called or known by the name of Clarks To the use and behoofe of Elizabeth Marchant my loveing wife for and during the Terme of her naturall life and after her Decease To the use and behoofe of Henry Marchant my Sonn his heires and Assignes according to the Custome of the Said Mannor Provided always and upon this Condicon that if it Shall happen That the Said Henry Marchant Should dye before hee doth attaine to his full age of one and Twenty yeares Then my will and meaning is That the aforesaid Surrender soe by me made from and after the Decease of the Said Henry as to the aforesaid Coppyhold called Clarks and the Lands and Tenements with apputennces to the same belonging Shalbe and more to the use and behoofe of my Sonne Peter Marchant and his heires and assignes and according to the Custome of the Said Mannor As touching and concerning my Coppyhold called Brantlands? and the Lands and Tenemts with apputennces to the Same belonging my will and meaning is That the aforesaid Surrender Soe by me made Shalbe and in____ to the use and behoofe of the Said Elizabeth my wife for and during the Terme of her naturall life and after her Decease To the use and behoofe of my Sonne William Marchant and of his heires and Assignes according to the Custome of the Said Mannor As touching and concerning my Coppyhold called Farme Downe which I bought of Richard Morris and the Lands and Tenemts with appurtennces to the Same belonging my will and meaning is That the aforesaid Surrender soe by me made shalbe and inpre____ to the use and behoofe of the Said Peter Marchant and of his heires and assignes according to the Custome of the Said Mannor. Item I make Elizabeth Marchant my loveing wife Sole Executrix of this my last Will and Testament Alsoe I doe give unto the Said Wife the Guardianshipp and the bring upp of Such of my Children as Shalbe under age at the time of my Decease until hee shee or they shall atteyne to their Sevall ages of one and Twenty yeares and my will is that my Said wife Shall allow my Sonne Isaac and all my Children that are now under age and unmarried reasonable maintenance out of their porcons or Estates hereby comeing to them untill the Same shall become due and payable to them and ______ to them as aforesaid and in Case of the death of my wife before my Children bee af age my will is that my Sonne John Shall have the Guardianshipp and educacon of them until their ages aforesaid and if there bee any Overplus of my Sonne Isaac rents after my wives Decease more then will bring him upp the Same Shalbe imployed towards the maintenance of my Sonn Peter and my Daughter Susanna untill the Said Isaac Shall attaine the age of one and Twenty Yeares and the Overplus after such maintenance if any bee my Said Sonne John Shall have. Alsoe I make my Brother in Law WILLIAM MARCHANT of Little Park in the pish of Hurstppoint and my Brother in Law Walter Gatland Overseers of this my will desireing of them to Assist my Executrix in the due Execucon of this my will and I give to each of them five Shillings apeice.
