1687 will of Mary Godley, Fletching, Sussex

In the name of God Amen the twenty fourth day of May in the three and thirtieth yeare of the reigne of our sovereign Lord Charles the Second by the grace of God of England Scotland France and Ireland King defender of the faith &c Annoq Dom 1682 I Mary Godley widdow in the parish of Fletching in the County of Sussex being sicke in body but of good and perfect memory praised bee God for itt doe make my last will and testament (revoaking all other wills by mee formerly made) in manner and forme following.  First I bequeath my soule to the Almighty God trusting in him for mercy through the merritts of Jesus Christ.  And my body to bee decently buried by the discrecon of my executors.  Item I give and bequeath to my grand daughter Phillip Godley the sume of ten pounds to bee paid by my executors when she shall attaine the age of one and twenty years.  Item I give and bequeath to my two grand children Nicholas and Elizabeth Godley the summe of ten pounds (that is to say) each of them five pounds a peice att their severall ages of one and twenty years.  And my will is that my three grandchildren Phillip, Nicholas and Elizabeth Godley should have each of them one paire of sheets one chest and one pewter dish to bee divided by by the discrecon of my executors.  And alsoe I make and ordaine my loving freinds William Bannester and John Devall executors to this my last will and testament.  And my will and meaning is that my executors should take upon them all my goods creditts moveables and unmoveables and my will is that they should give an account to Robert Langridge (whome I make my overseer to this my last will & testament) within one halfe yeare after my decease of what comes into their hands.  And my will and meaning is that my executors after their giving up of their amount should pay to my daughter Elizabeth Maynard wife to John Maynard of Fletching the interest of such moneys during her naturall life as itt shall amount to over and above the legacys which I have given aforesaid in this my last will.  And my will is that after the decease of my daughter Elizabeth Maynard that my executors should pay such moneys as they have in their hands to such children as are living after my decease of my daughters Elizabeth Maynards att their severall ages of one and twenty years.  In wittnesse whereof I have sett my hand and seal.  Mary Godley her marke.
