In the name of God Amen the tenth Day of July in the fourth year of the reign of our Sovereign Lord James the Second by the grace of God of England Scotland France and Ireland King Defender of the Faith Anno Domini 1688 I John Marchant of Lockes in the parish of Hurstpierpoint in the County of Sussex Yeoman being of perfect mind and memory God bee praised for the same do make this to bee my last and testament in manner and form following First and principally I give and bequeath my Soul into the hands of Almighty God who gave it mee hoping that through the merritts of Jesus Christ ________ his blessed Kingdom I shall inheritt and as for the worldly goods which it hath pleased Almighty God to lend meeI give and dispose of as followeth Impris I give and bequeath unto Ann my loving wife during her widowhood and noe longer the use and dwelling in the parlour chamber att Lockes aforesaid and the use of the bedstedde blankets and furniture to the said chamber and the use of two pair of my best twill sheets and the goods which she brought with her (Except what goods I bought of her and paid her for) with free liberty of ingress egresse and regresse to and for the said Ann my now wife to goe return and come to and from the said chamber and to draw water att the well and to come to the oven to bake and to the furnace to brew without any trouble or molestacion And after any marriage of my sd wife the aforesaid bedstedde all other furniture aforesaid to bee and remain to my Executors hereafter named as they shall bee left standing att the time of my Death Item I give unto my sd loving wife my little black ______  Item I give and bequeath to my said wife All that my customary Copyhold Lands holden of the Manner of Clayton during the term of her naturall Life Item I give and bequeath to my Daughter Elizabeth Tidie the sum of one hundred pounds of good and lawful English money to bee paid unto her within three months next after my Decease All the rest of  my goods cattell and chattells whatsoever I give and bequeath unto my sonn John Marchant which I make my whole and sole Executor of this my last will and testament (after my debts and legacies being paid and my funeral discharged) revoking by these present All other will and wills whatsoever heretofore by mee made either in word or in writing And this to bee taken for my last will and testament and none other In witness that this is my last will and testament I have hereunto sett my hand and seal the Day and Year first above written.

Sealed and to bee my last Will and Testament in the presence of Henry Sharp Edward Hollingdale his mark and Thomas Trendall.
