1689 will of WILLIAM HOLNEY

(grandfather of ELIZABETH STONE, wife of THOMAS MARCHANT the diarist)
In the name of God amen the nineteenth day of December in the first yeer of the raigne of our Soveraign Lord James the second by the grace of God of England Scotland France and Ireland King Defender of the Faith I WILLIAM HOLNEY of Henfeild in the County of Sussex Gent being aged and infirm in body but of a sound and perfect mind and memory (god be praised) maketh this last will and testament as followeth First I bequeath my soul to God that gave it and my body to be buried neer the place where my deceased wife lieth interred Item I give to the poor of the parish of Henfeild aforesaid five pounds To the poor of the parish of Beeding als Seale in the said County of Sussex twenty Shillings To the poor of the parish of Bersted in the said County Forty shillings And to the poor of the parish of Pagham in the said County Forty shillings Item I give to every of my servants that shall live with me at the time of my decease Ten shillings Item I give to every of my God-children Five shillings Item I give to Mr John Holney of Lewes and to Jane his wife twenty shillings apeece to buy them rings Item I give all the gold I shalbe possessed of at the time of my decease to be equally divided among my daughters Item I give to my daughter Jane the wife of John Alchorne gent one hundred pounds But my will is that my executrix herein after named shall detaine the same in her owne hands during the life of her husband And shall pay her for that time yearly the sum of six pounds for the interest thereof And if she shall dy before her husband Then my will is that the said hundred pounds shalbe due to her son John Alchorne But if he shall not be of age of one and twenty yeeres at the time of her death Then my will is that my executrix shall pay him but four pounds per annum for the interest of the said hundred pounds till he attaine the said age when the principall shalbe paid him And if the said John Alchorne shall be dead before he attain the age of one and twenty yeeres Then his said legacie shalbe paid to Mary and Jane the two daughters of the said Jane my daughter in such manner as the legacies hereafter bequeathed to them ought to be paid Item I give to William Alchorne one other of the sons of my said daughter Jane two hundred pounds to be paid him at his age of one and twenty yeeres Item I give to the said Mary one of the daughters of my said daughter Jane one hundred pounds to be paid her at her age of one and twenty yeeres Item I give to the said Jane the other daughter of my said daughter Jane one hundred pounds to be paid her at her age of one and twenty yeers And my will is that my said executrix shall pay to every of my said Grandchildren after the rate of four pounds in the hundred by the yeer for the interest of their respective legacies untill they attaine the severall ages of one and twenty yeeres And if either of my said grand daughters shall happen to dy before they attaine their said ages Then my will is that the legacy of her so dying shall remaine to the survivor And if my grandson William shall dy before he be of the age of one and twenty yeeres Then his said legacies shalbe divided between his sisters And whereas the said John Alchorne the Father is indebted to Mr Spence of Malling in the said County of Sussex in or about the sum of two hundred pounds my will is that my said executrix shall (out of my personall estate) pay that debt so soon as the said Mr Spence will receive the same And my will also is that the said John Alchorne shall give such reasonable security as councell shall advise for the setling two hundred pounds upon the said Jane his wife Item I will and devise to my sons in law John Gratwick of Shermanbury Esqr And John Stone of Rusper in the said County of Sussex gent and to their heires All those my brooklands with thapputenances lying in Beeding als Seale in the said County Called the north Lady Brook To hold the same to the uses intents and purposes following That is to say to the intent that the rents issues and profits of the said lands shalbe by them employed for the education benefit and advantage of the said William Alchorne my grand son untill Elizabeth Gratwick (one of the daughters of Mary my late deceased daughter and wife of John Gratwick of Jarvis Esqr) shall attaine her age of one and twenty yeeres At which age I will and devise one moiety of the said brooklands with thappurtenances to the use of the said Elizabeth and her heires And after the said Elizabeth shall attaine her age of one and twenty yeeres Then and from thence forth that the rents issues and profits of the other moiety of the said brooklands with thappurtenances shalbe employed for the benefit education and advantage of the said William Alchorne untill Mary the other daughter of my said daughter Mary shall attain her age of one and twenty yeeres At which age I will and devise the said other moiety of the said brooklands with thappurtenances to the use of the said Mary my grandchild and her heires And If either of my said granddaughters shall happen to dy before she attaine her age of one and twenty yeeres Then I devise the moiety of her so dying to the use of the said William Alchorne and his heires And if the surviving sister shall happen to dy before she attain her age of one and twenty yeeres Then I devise her moiety to the use of John Gratwick (the only son of my said daughter Mary) and his heires And if the said William Alchorne shall happen to dy during this time that the rents issues and profits of the said brooklands or any part thereof ought to go to his use Then and from that time I will and devise all the said brooklands with thappurtencs to the use of the said Elizabeth and Mary Gratwick and their heires Item I will and bequeath to my daughter Anne the wife of the said John Gratwick of Shermanbury all those my lease lands with thappurtencs called Woolfly or by whatsoever other name the same are called lying and being in Henfeild aforesaid To have and to hold the same to the said Anne for so many yeeres of the term to com as shee shall live And after her death I bequeath the same to such children of the said Anne as shalbe alive at the time of her decease Item I bequeath to Anne and Mary daughters of the said John and Ann Gratwick one hundred pounds apeece to be paid their father within six months after my decease and if it shall happen that either of them shall dy before they attaine their age of one and twenty yeeres or be married then I will that her legacie shall go to the survivor Item I will and bequeath to Elizabeth Mary Henry and William children of my daughter Eleanor the wife of the said John Stone the foure hundred pounds now owing me by the heires executors or administrators of Peter Hill late of Albourne in the said County of Sussex upon a mortgage made by the said Peter Hill of certaine of his lands But my will and meaning is that the interest of the said foure hundred pounds shalbe received by the said John Stone untill the same shall amount to the sum of one hundred pounds which I give and bequeath to John Stone the eldest son of my said daughter Eleanor Item I give to my said daughter Eleanor Five pounds to buy her a ring And to her said son William my godson five pounds to buy him a peece of plate Item I give to the said John Gratwick the son of my daughter Mary ten pounds to buy him a horse which I will shalbe paid him at his age of eighteen yeeres Item I give to my goddaughter Mary the daughter of my said executrix my best silver tankard and plate And lastly I hereby make and ordain my youngest daughter Sarah the wife of Philip Cheal gent sole executrix of this my last will and testament and give to her the residue of my goods and chatles after my debts funerall expenses and legacies shalbe paid and discharged And I desire my said sons in Law John Alchorne John Gratwick of Jarvice John Gratwick of Shermanbury and John Stone to be overseers of this my last will and testament and give to every of them five pounds (to buy them plate) over and above all charges and expenses that they shalbe at in any matter or thing concerning this my last will and testament In Witness wherof I have unto every sheet of this my last will and testament being fourteen in number set my hand and to the last of them and upon the file affixing them altogether my seale and have published the same in the presence of those whose names are here subscribed WILLIAM HOLNEY
