In the name of God Amen the First day of June in the Seven and twentieth yeare of the raigne of King Charles the second over England Anno Dm 1675 I Anne Marchant Wife of John Marchant of Locks in the parish of Hurstppoint in the County of Sussex being in perfect health mind and memory praised be Almighty God for (by vertue of the power and agreement I reserved and made att my marriage with the said John Marchant and now witnessed by his being a Witnes hereunto) make this my last Will and Testament in writing in manner and forme following (that is to say) First I bequeath my soule into the hands of Almighty God my mercifull Creator trusting in and through the merits and mediation of Jesus Christ my only Saviour and Redeemer to be made partaker of eternall happines in the kingdom of glory  And my body to the earth to be decently buryed  Item I give and bequeath unto my Neece Mary Weller Wife of Stephen Weller of Horsted  Keynes Two hundred and fifty pounds to be paid to her within one month next after the death of the said Stephen  And in case my said Neece Mary shall dye before the said Stephen then to the Child or Children of the said Mary to be equally divided amongst them when they shall attaine the age of One and twenty years or day of marriage which shall first happen  And if my said Neece Mary shall dye without any Child or Children of her body then I give and bequeath the said Two hundred and fifty pounds to my Nephew Thomas Newnham Son of my brother Peter Newnham and to Anne Coppere daughter of my brother John Newnham to be equally divided between the said Thomas Newnham and Anne Coppere within one month next after the death of my said Neece Mary  And my Will and mind is that the said Two hundred and fifty pounds shall att my death be paid or secured into the hands of my loving freinds John Newnham of Chayley Kent and John Cromber of Newick Yeoman in trust to be paid as aforesaid  Item I give and bequeath unto the said John Newnham of Chayley and John Cromber of Newick twenty shillings a peice to buy each of them a Ring if they please  All the rest of my money goods and householdstuffe which I have anywise power to give or dipose or dispose of I give and bequeath unto the said Mary Weller Anne Coppere and Thomas Newnham to be equally divided between them three  And my expresse will and mind is that the share parte and dividend thereof belonging to my said Niece Mary Weller shall be delivered and paid to my said loving Husband John Marchant and by him paid and delivered to my said Niece Mary in such manner as the said Two hundred and fifty pounds is beforeherein directed to be paid and noe otherwise  Itt being also my expresse Will and mind that the said Stephen Weller shall not receive or meddle with any the Legacy Legacyes money or interest thereof beforeherein given or menconed to be given to my said Neece Mary And I make constitute and ordaine the said John Newnham of Chayley and John Cromber to be Executors of this my last Will and Testament.
