1690 will of Richard Day
In the name of God Amen I  Richard Day the elder of Mayfield in the County of Sussex yeoman being sick and weak but of a sound and perfect mind and memory praised be God for the same do make my last will and testament in manner and form following.

That is to say first I commend my soul to God who gave it me and my body I commit to the ground from whence it was taken to be decently buried by my Executor hereafter named.
Item I give and bequeath unto my two grandchildren Mary and Anne Woodgate forty pounds apiece to be paid unto them and either of them at their several age or ages of one and twenty years or day or days of marriage which shall first happen and if either of them die then the legacy of her dying shall bee paid to the survivor.
Item I give unto my sonne Stephen one hundred pounds to be paid unto him within one year after my death if he shall bee then living and I give unto the eldest child that shall bee hereafter borne of the body of my sonne Stephen to bee begotten the sum of fifty pounds to be paid unto such child at its age of one and twenty years or day of marriage which shall first happen.
All the rest of my goods chattels and personall estate whatsoever I give unto my sonne Richard whom I make sole Executor of this my last will and testament and the better to enable him to pay all my debts legacies and funeral expenses whatsoever. 

I give and devise all my messuages farms land tenements and hereditaments whatsoever unto my sonne Richard and to his heirs and assigns forever in testimony whereof to this my will written in two sheets of paper the said Richard Day the elder to the first sheet have subscribed my name and to the last sheet have set my seale the eight and twentieth day of October in the year of our lord 1689. Richard Day signed sealed and published in the presence of us Anne Hooper, Tho Hooper, John Hooper
