1694 will of John Wickham of Hurstpierpoint

In the name of God Amen I John Wickham of Hurstppoint in the County of Sussex yeoman being in good and sound mind and memory (thanks be to God) do make, ordain and constitute this my last will and testament in manner and form following

First I commit my soul into the hands of Almighty God who gave it me and my body I commit to the earth from where it was taken there to be buried in decent manner at the discretion of mine existing Executrix hereinafter named And for such temporal things as the Lord in his mercy hath been pleased to make possessor of my Will and mind is that it should be bestowed disposed of and settled as in this my will is hereafter directed. First I give and bequeath unto my beloved sister Joane Wickham single woman the sum often pounds of lawful money of England on the day of her marriage also I give unto my brother Gabriel Wickham one shilling Also I give unto my sister Elizabeth Wickham one shilling. Also I give and devise unto Jane my beloved wife all that my Messuage (or dwelling house) with the Barns and other buildings to the same and the orchard garden and those thereto tolled? together with seven Crofts or inclosures of Land to the same belonging amounting in the whole sixteen acres more or less and is situate lying and being in the said parish of Hurstppoint and now in the occupation of me the said John Wickham. To have and to hold the said messuage (or dwelling house) Barns and other buildings orchards and Close and seven inclosures of land as aforesaid with all and every of their appurtenances to the use of her my said wife for and during the term of her natural life and after her decease I give and devise the same unto my two daughters Jane Wickham and Mary Wickham and their heirs forever to be equally divided between them And my will is that nought within ........ or suffer to be done any kind of waste (either voluntary or permissive) on the said lands or buildings so devised unto her as aforesaid. All the rest of my Money Goods Cattell Chattells and household stuff whatsoever I give unto the said Jane my beloved wife whom I name and make whole and sole Executrix of this my last will and testament willing and desiring to pay my Debts and bury my body and bring up my said children and provide for them untill they shall be able to provide for themselves and in all things to execute this my will as is herein before directed And I do name and deesire my good Master Peter Courthope of Danny Esq and my brother in law Robert Friend of Abberton to be sponsors to this my will entreating them to assist direct and guide my said Executrix that she may by help of their good advise and counsel be thus better enabled to execute the same according to the tree intent thereof ....
