
1687 will of Richard Trill, Buxted, Sussex.                        Proved 1 July 1697    PROB11/439

In the name of God Amen I Richard Trill of Buxted in the County of Sussex yeoman being sick and weak in body but of a sound and perfect mind and memory thanks be to God do make and ordain this my last Will and Testament in manner following revoking and hereby disanulling all former Wills by me at any time made or published.  And first and principally I commend my soul into the hands of Almighty God and my body I comit to the earth to be decently buried at the discretion of my executors hereafter named.  And as touching such estate as it hath pleased God to bless me with my will and meaning is that it shall be disposed of as followeth that is to say.  First I give and bequeath unto my loving wife Mary one shilling of lawfull money of England to be paid her within one moneth next after my decease.  Item I give and bequeath unto my daughter Mary Trill forty shillings of like lawfull money to be paid her within three moneths next after my decease.  Item I constitute appoint and make my sons John Trill and Richard Trill to be joynt executors of this my last Will and Testament and for their care and trouble in executing the trust hereby reposed in them I give and bequeath unto them five pounds a peece of like lawfull money over and above the share and part of my goods and chattells hereafter menconed.  And lastly as for and concerning the rest of my goods and chattells rights and credits my debts legacies and funerall expences being first paid and discharged my will and meaning is and accordingly I do hereby appoint order and bequeath that the same shall be equally disposed of distributed and divided between my said sons John and Richard Trill and the rest of my children hereafter named that is to say James Trill, Thomas Trill, Joseph Trill, Grace the now wife of John Apps and Anne Trill every one severally and respectively share and share alike within one year next after my decease.  In witness whereof I have to this my last Will and Testament contained in one sheet of paper set my hand and seal this sixth day of May in the nineth year of the reign of our soveraigne Lord Will the third by the grace of God of England Scotland France and Ireland King defender of the faith &c Annoq Dom one thousand six hundred ninety seven.
