In the Name of God Amen I RICHARD MORTON the Elder of London Doctor of Physick being in indiffferent health of body and of sound judgement and memory blessed be God doe make publish and declare this to be my last Will and Testament as followeth Imprimis I comend my Soul into the hands of Almighty God hoping to obtain forgiveness of all my Sins and eternall Salvation through his infinite mercy in Christ Jesus And my body I comitt to the Earth to be decently buried in Christ Church London in the place I have there provided for itt according to the discretion of my Executrix hereafter named And as for that worldly Estate which it hath pleased God to bless me withall I give devise and dispose thereof in manner following Imprimis I give and devise all my Houses Mill Lands Tenements and Hereditaments with the appurtenances situate lying and being in the parish of Nudigate als Nudgate and Leigh in the County of Surrey which I formerly purchased of Mr Richards And also all that Messuage or Tenement with the appurtenances now used for a Tavern heretofore called or known by the name of the Castle Tavern and now called or known by the name or signe of the Ship Tavern situate and being near Doctors Comons in the parish of St. Gregories in the Citty of London unto my Dear and loving Wife SARAH MORTON for and during the term of her naturall life And from and after her decease I give and devise all my said Houses Lands Tenements and Hereditaments situate lyeing and being in the said parish of Nudigate als Nudgate and Leigh unto my loving Son RICHARD MORTON Junior Doctor of Physick for and during the term of his naturall life without Impeachment of Wast(?) And after his decease I give and devise the same unto my loving Cousin Phillip Foley Esquire and his Heirs for and during the naturall life of my said Son RICHARD MORTON Upon Trust to preserve the contingent Remainders thereof hereafter limitted from being destroyed and for that purpose to make Entryes as Occasion shall require And from and after the decease of my said Son I doe give and devise the same unto the first Son of the body of my said Son RICHARD MORTON lawfully begotten or to be begotten and to the Heirs of the body of such first Son lawfully to be begotten And for default of such Issue I doe give and devise the same unto the Second Third Fourth Fifth Sixth and every other Sonn of the body of my said son Richard lawfully begotten or to be begotten and to the Heirs of the body of every such Son lawfully to be begotten The elder Son and the Heirs of his Body to be alwayes preferred before the younger Son and the Heirs of his body And for default of such Issue I give and devise the same unto the Daughter and Daughters of my said Son Richard and the heirs of her or their body or bodys lawfully to be begotten To hold the same as Tenants in Comon and not as Joyntenants and for default of such Issue I give and devise the same unto my loving Daughters Sarah Morton Mercy Morton and Honor Morton and their heirs respectively To hold and enjoy the same as Tenants in Comon and not as Jointtenants Provided alwayes and my mind and Will is that in case my said Son shall happen to overlive his now Wife and also my Wife his Mother and shall afterwards marry again that itt shall and may be lawful to and for my said Son to make a Jointure of all or any the premisses before devised to him for the life or lives of any Woman or Women he shall take to Wife after the death of his now Wife for and during the life or lives of such Wife or Wives respectively Provided also that my mind and will is that itt shall and may be lawfull for my said Wife and Son or the Survivior of them by and with the consent of the said Phillip Foley and Robert Bird of Staple Inne London Gents the Survivor of them or their Heirs testified by Deed under their hands and Seals and not otherwise to disannull and make void all or any the use or uses as to all or any Son or Daughter of my said Son above limitted and declared concerning all or any the premisses before mentioned lying and being in the said County of Surrey And by and with the life consent and not otherwise to limit and appoint the same premisses or any part thereof to or for any other use or uses intents or purposes soe as the same in such new limittation be limitted To and for the use or uses of some or one Child or Children lawfully begotten or to be begotten by my said Son or in default thereof to and for the use of all some or one of my Children on their or some of their Assignes and not otherwise And provided also that itt shall and may be lawfull to and for my said Wife during her life and to and for my said Son after her decease and to and for all and every person and persons to whom the Freehold of the premisses shall come after their decease by virtue of this my Will from time to time make Lease or Leases of the premisses on any part thereof soe as such Lease or Leases be made by Deed in writing duely executed and be not made without Impeachment of wast nor in Reversion nor shall exceed the terme of One and Twenty years from the making thereof and soe as there shall be reserved upon such Lease or Leases during the respective terms thereby granted so much yearly Rent or more as the same are now lett for or the full improved value thereof with power of Reentry for nonpayment And my Will and mind is that the Sume of Six Hundred pounds reserved in my hands during such time and for such purpose as in the Conveyance of the said Lands and Tenements in Nudigate als Nudgate and Leigh made by the said Mrs Richards to me is mentioned and expressed and the Interest thereof which shall be due at the time of my death shall be satisfied and paid out of my personall Estate Item whereas I am obliged by Articles of Agreement made upon the marriage of my said Son with his now Wife to lay out and Expend Four Thousand pounds in the purchase of Lands and Tenements to be settled to the uses therein mentioned Now I give and devise all the Lands Tenements and Hereditaments lyeing and being in the said parish of Nudigate als Nudgate and Leigh which I lately purchased of George Farrington Esquire and his Trustees for Two Thousand One Hundred pounds or therein To the uses intents and purposes in the said Articles mentioned limitted and appointed And whereas severall Mortgages have been made to me and my Trustees by Mrs Gratwick now deceased and William Gratwick her Son whereupon there is now due to me about Fifteen Hundred pounds out of which I am to pay and allow to the said William Gratwick he releasing and confirming to me and my Heirs all his Estate claim and title of in and to all the said Houses Lands and Tenements in Nudigate als Nudgate and Leigh aforesaid which I purchased of the said Mrs Richards the Sume of Three Hundred pounds according to the Will of the said Mrs Richards Now I will that the Twelve Hundred pounds remaining due upon the said Mortgages shall be made up out of my personall Estate One Thousand Nine Hundred pounds which I Will shall be laid out in the purchase of Lands and Tenements of Inheritance and settled to the uses in the said Articles in performance of my part of the same Item I give and bequeath unto my said Son RICHARD MORTON all that Messuage or Tenenment which I dwell in situate and being in Grey Fryers in the parish of Christ Church London and which I hold of Christs Hospitall Except the Rooms I use for a Back Kitchin lyeing under my next adjoyning house for and during all the terme of years to come at my decease And whereas I hold by Leases of the said Hospitall divers other Houses Edifices and premisses situate in or near Grey Fryers aforesaid att and under severall Rents thereby reserved Now my Will and mind is and I give my terme in my said Dwelling house upon this Provisoe or Condition That my said Son Richard and his Executors Administrators and Assignes doe and shall at all times hereafter during the severall terms of and in all and every my Houses and Tenements to me granted by the Governors of Christs Hospitall situate in or near Grey Fryers aforesaid or otherwise well and truely pay and discharge all and every the severall Rents due and payable by or upon the severall Leases to me granted of and in all the severall houses which I hold from the said Hospitall or otherwise situate in or near Grey Fryers aforesaid the said Rents to the Hospitall amounting together unto Four and Thirty pounds per Annum thereabouts soe as all the said other houses may be from time to time freed and discharged of and from the same Rents during all the terms I have therein But if my said Son his Executors Administrators or Assignes shall make default of or in the due payment of the said severall Rents or any of them and aquitting and discharging of all and every the said houses of and from the same at all times hereafter during the said respective termes Then I give and bequeath the said Messuage or Tenement with the appurtenances wherein I now dwell except the said Rooms unto my said Three Daughters and the Survivors and Survivior of them for all the term which shall be then to come of and in the same Item I give and bequeath unto my said Son RICHARD MORTON all my Books and Manuscripts and also my Seal Ring Item I give and bequeath unto my said loving Daughter Sarah Morton all my Estate and Interest of and in all that Messuage or Tenement called the Greyhound Inne in Smithfield and of and in all houses and Tenements in or near Smithfield aforesaid which were granted to me by way of Mortgage for securing the payment of One Thousand Three Hundred pounds and the Interest thereof and all the Principall money and Interest which is or shall be due on the said Mortgage at my death amounting at this time to about One Thousand Four Hundred pounds and the Sume of One Hundred pounds due to me by my Cozen Thompson upon Bond And I will that the said moneys be continued at Interest upon the said mortgaged premisses untill the marriage or death of my said Daughter Sarah if the Mortgager and her or his Heirs shall think fit soe to doe And I will that the Interest of the said One Thousand Three Hundred pounds shall be from time to time taken and received by my said Wife for the use of my said Daughter Sarah so long as she continues a Widow and no longer And in case my said Wife shall marry again or dye before the payment of the said Mortgage moneys Then I will that my said Son doe and shall receive the Interest thereof for the use of my said Daughter Sarah from the time of such marriage or death until the marriage or the death of my said Daughter Sarah which shall first happen And I doe allow out of the Interest money for the maintenance of my said Daughter Sarah Forty pounds per Annum And the residue of the said Interest money I will shall be kept and preserved by my said Wife untill her said marriage or death and afterwards by my said Son for the benefit of my said Daughter Sarah And I will that the said Mortgage shall be assigned to my said Daughter Sarah when and so soon as she shall obtain the age of One and Twenty years or be married which shall first happen And that then the said Overplus Interest shall be paid unto her and if the said Mortgage money and Interest shall be paid off before my said Daughter shall attain her said age or be married Then I will that the said Mortgage money and interest shall be paid to my said loving Friends Phillip Foley and Robert Bird or the Survivor of them their Executors Administrators or Assignes and shall be by them or some of them by and with the good liking and consent of my said Wife and Son or the Survivor of them and not otherwise sett and place out upon good security at Interest for the benefitt of my said Daughter Sarah until her said age or marriage at the hazard(?) of my Daughter Sarah And if it shall happen that my said Daughter Sarah depart this life before she shall obtain her said age or be married Then I give and bequeath the said mortgaged premisses and the moneys principall and interest due thereupon and all moneys received by my said Wife or Son for my said Daughter Sarah unto my said Two other Daughters Mercy and Honor equally to be divided between them and to the Survivor of them to be paid unto them at their respective age of One and Twenty years or Dayes of Marriage or to the Survivors of them at the same time and in the meantime to be placed out and disposed as aforesaid Item I give and bequeath unto my said Daughter Sarah the Sume of One Hundred pounds which I have advanced and paid into his Majesties Exchequer upon the Security of the Act of Parliament comonly called the Million Act and all the benefit and advantage thereof she being my Nominee for her life Item I give and bequeath unto my said Daughter Mercy One other Sume of One Hundred pounds which I advanced and paid upon the incouragement and security of the late Act called the Lottery Act and all the benefitt proceeds and advantage thereof Item I give devise and bequeath all Messuages Houses and every Tenements with the appurtenances which I have and hold by Lease or Leases of and from the said Governors of Christ Hospitall or otherwise for any number of years situate in or near Grey Fryers aforesaid and in the said parish of Christ Church London (except only the said Messuage or Tenement with appurtenances wherein I now dwell which I have devised to my said Son upon Condition as aforesaid) unto my said loving Wife and Son Richard Upon Trust and confidence That out of the Rents and profitts thereof or by sale of some part thereof they doe and shall raise the Sume of (blank) towards the payment of such Debts as I shall owe at the time of my decease and Legacies herein bequeathed and making up the Sume of Five hundred pounds by me subscribed to the New East India Company And I will that my said Wife and Sonn shall out of the Rents and profitt of the said Messuages and Tenements (except before excepted) pay and allow the same Forty pounds per annum for the maintenance of my Daughter Mercy until she attain the age of One and Twenty years or be married which shall first happen and when and so soon as the said moneys shall be raised and paid that then my said Wife and Son or the Survivor of them doe and shall assigne and convey all the said Houses and Tenements with the appurtenances in or near Grey Fryers as aforesaid and all their Estate and Interest in the same (except before excepted) unto my said Daughter Mercy and doe and shall then pay unto her all moneys which shall remain in their hands for the said rents and profitts received over and above the said moneys to be raised for her said maintenance And my Will is that if my said Daughter Mercy shall happen to dye before her age of One and Twenty years or Marriage then I give and bequeath all the said Messuages and Tenements with the appurtenances (except as aforesaid) and the said moneys remaining in the hands of my said Wife or Son or either of them unto my said Two other Daughters Sarah and Honor equally to be divided between them or in case of either of their deaths to the Survivor of them Item I give and devise to my Daughter Honor and the Heirs of her body from and after the death of my said Wife all the said Messuage and Tenement now called by the name or signe of the Ship Tavern situate near Doctors Comon in the parish of St. Gregoryes London And in default of such Issue I give and devise the same to my said Two other Daughters Sarah and Mercy and the Heirs of their bodyes equally to be divided between them And I give unto my said Daughter Honor my said Stock Share or Interest of Five Hundred pounds in the said New East India Company and will that the same be made upp for her out of my personall Estate as aforesaid Item I give all the Interest profit and advantage of One Hundred pounds which I advanced upon the Security of the Act of Parliament for granting Annuity for Lives and upon account of Survivorship unto my loving Sister Hannah Ashton during soe many years or so long as my said Sister shall live In case my Daughter Honor survive my said Sister then I doe give and bequeath unto my said Daughter Honor all the Interest benefitt and advantage of the said One Hundred pounds Item I give and bequeath the Sume of Fifty pounds to the Minister and Churchwardens and Overseers of the poor of the parish of Kinver in the County of Stafford to be disposed by them and their Successers for the benefitt of such industrious poor people of the said parish to them shall seem most convenient Item I give to the poor industious people of the parish of Christ Church where I now live the Sume of Twenty pounds to be paid into the hands of the Churchwardens or Overseers of the poor of the said parish for their use Item I give Five pounds apiece to my Brother Stretton and Sister Ashton and to my loving Friend Robert Bird Twenty pounds and to Monsieur Leany Twenty pounds and all the rest and residue of my money Plate Jewels Goods Chattells Cattle Debts and other my personall Estate whatsoever except what is before particularly devised my Debts and Legacies being first paid and Funeral Expenses discharged I give and bequeath to my said Dear and loving Wife SARAH MORTON Item I make and ordain my said dear and loving Wife SARAH MORTON Sole Executrix of this my last Will and Testament during her life unless she shall think fitt to marry again And if she shall marry again then from and imediately after such her second marriage or if she continue a Widdow from my decease untill her death Then from and after her death in either of the said cases I make constitute and appoint my said loving Son RICHARD MORTON Executor of this my last Will and Testament And I make and appoint the said Robert Bird to be Overseer of this my last Will and doe earnestly desire him to be aiding and assisting to my said Wife and Children in what he can in the ordering and disposing of these Estates and what else concerns them And I doe hereby revoke and disannull all former wills by me made and doe make publish and declare this to be my last Will and Testament In Witness whereof I the said RICHARD MORTON Senior have to every Sheet of paper containing this my last Will being in the whole Seaven Sheets of Paper sett my hand and to the last sheet hereof putt my Seal this Five and Twentieth day of August in the year of our Lord One Thousand Six Hundred ninety and eight and in the Tenth year of the Reigne of our Soveraigne Lord King William the Third over England Scotland France and Ireland Defender of the Faith
