In the name of God Amen The 12 of November 1698 I Robert Botting of the parish of Shipley in the County of Sussex being not only sick in body but of good & perfect mind & memory Thanks therefore be given to Allmighty God doe make and ordaine this my last Will and Testament in manner & forme following that is to say First & principally I commend my soul into the hands of Allmighty God hoping through the merits death & passion of my Saviour Jesus Christ to have full and free pardon of all my sins & to inherit everlasting life and my body I committ to be decently buried at the discretion of my Executor after nominated and for the disposition of all such Temporall goods as it hath pleased God to bestow upon me I bestow thereof as followeth Item I give the sum of Ten pounds to my son John Botting to be paid by my Executor when she can conveniently spare it Item I give to my daughter Jane Botting the sum of Fifteen pounds to be paid by Executor at one years end after my decease and one Feather bed and stedle and all thereunto belonging & one chest of linnen now standing in the house of John Botting of Westgrinsted aforesaid to be delivered upon demand Item I give to my grandaughter Mary Botting the daughter of John Botting aforesaid the sum of ten pounds to be paid by my Executor at the yeare of One & Twenty of day of marriage which shall first happen I doe hereby nominate Ann Botting my wife to be whole and sole Executor of this my last Will and Testament and I doe nominate and appointe Richard Deane of the parish of Shipley in the County of Sussex yeoman and Richard Holland of Shipley in the County aforesaid shopkeeper to be Overseers of this my last Will and Testament wholy and carefully kept and I doe hereby declare this to be my last Will and Testament In witness whereof I the said Robert Botting doe sett my hand & seal the day and year above written Robert Botting ....
