I Mary Wickham of the Parish of Hurstpierpoint in the County of Sussex widdow rosirt? of William Wickham late of the said parish yeoman ........ calling to mind the uncertainty of this frail life which it hath pleased God to send into poor mortals, doo make ordain and constitute this my last will and testament in manner following First and principally I commend my soul into the hands of Almighty God (who gave it me) and my body I commit to the earth (out of which it was taken) there to be buryed in decent manner at the discretion of mine Executor herein named And as for such temporal goods and chattells as it hath pleased God to make me possessor of I hereby give and bestow in manner following : First I give and bequeath unto my daughter Sarah being the wife of  Simon Renvil the sum of twelve pounds All the rest of my Money Cattell Chattells Goods and household stuff(my body being buryed and the charge of the court being paid) I give to be equally divided between my sons Henry Wickham and George Wickham and my grand daughter Mary Renvil And I do appoint and name my said son Henry Wickham to be executor of this my will in witness whereof I the said testator have hereunto sett my hand and scale this twentyfourth day of January in the thirteenth yeare of the raigne of our sovereign Lord William the III of England & Scotland France and Ireland King defender of the faith of Ain … S... Cristi 1701 (The mark and seale of the testator) Mary Wickham
