In the name of God Amen I John Godly of Wivelsfield in the County of Sussex husbandman being in good health of body and of sound & pfect mind & memory praise be therefore given to Almighty God doe make & ordain this my p’sent last Will & Testamt in maner & form following (that is to say)  First and principally I comend my soule into the hands of Almighty God my creator hoping thro’ the meritts death & passion of my saviour Jesus Christ to have full & free pardon & forgiveness of all my sins and to inheritt everlasting life.  And my body I comitt to ye earth to be decently buried att the discrecon of my extrix hereafter named.  And as touching the disposing of all such temporall estate as it hath pleased Almighty God to bestow upon me I give & dispose thereof as followeth.  First I will that my debts and funerall charges shall be pd & discharged.  Item I give unto my sister Margarett the wife of Robert Ovden one shilling to be pd her within three months next after my decease.  Item I give unto my brother Thomas Godly one shilling to be pd him wthin three months next after my decease.  Item I give unto John Ovden son of my sister Margarett the sume of ten shillings to be pd him within three months after my decease.  Item I give unto Anthony Ellis of Horstedkeins the sume of ten shillings to be pd him within three months after my decease.  Item all the rest of my goods chattells & psonall estate whatsoever which shall remain after my debts shall be pd my legacies performed and my body decently buried I give & bequeath unto Margarett my loving wife whom I make full & sole extrix of this my p’sent last Will & Testamt and doe hereby revoke disannull and make void all former Wills & Testam’ts by me heretofore made.  In witness whereof I the sd John Godly to this my last Will & Testamt doe sett my hand & seale the thirtieth day of July Annoq Dni 1703  (the mark of John Godly)

(Latin)  13 Sep 1704.  Proved before Thomas Whalley, Surrogate. Margaret Godly widow, the relict & executrix named in the Will of John Godly of Wivelsfield deceased.
