In the Name of God Amen the fourteen Day of November in the year of our Lord God one thousand six hundred and ninetynine I Thomas Marchant of the parrish of Kimer in the County of Sussex being of whole mynde and good and perfect memory blessed be God doe make and ordaine this mey last will and Testament in manner and form following that is to say first I commend mey soul unto Almighty God mey Maker and Redeemer and mey body to be buried in the Churchyard of Kimer before named, Item I give unto Thomas Marchant fife childeren in the parrish of Lindfield ten pounds A pees to be paeid unto them when they shall accomplish the age of Twenty one years and if aney of them should dy before they should accomplish the age of Twenty one years that there should be equelley devided between them that are A life Also I will that Thomas Marchant there father should have the interest of the money until they becom Twenty one years of aig to be paeid them yeareley by mey executor Item I give unto Thomas Ninton foure children in the parrish of Poynings that he had by Barboray Marchant fife pounds A pees to be paeid them when they shall accomplish the age of Twenty one years and if aney of them should dy before they should accomplish the age of Twenty one years that theres should be equally devided between them that are A life Item I give Edward Downe of the parrish Roudefild (Rotherfield) the son of John Downe and Elizabeth Paige ten pounds to be paeid him which shall accomplish the age of Twenty one years and if he should dy before he accomplish the age of Twenty one years then to be equally devided between his tow sisters Item I give Mary Chapman the dather of Edward Chapman and Elizabeth Chapman at the parrish Aboton Twenty pounds to be paeid her when shee shall accomplish the age of Twenty one years and if shee should dy before that shee accomplish the age of Twenty one years to go to her mother Elizabeth Marchant Item I give Lenard Jarves at L______ in the parrish of ______  ten pounds to be paeid him within twelvemonth after mey decease Item I give Edward Marchant at the parrish of Abeton fifty pounds to be paeid hem within twelvemonth after mey decease Item I give Thomas Wickomb six children in the parrish of Clayton one and Twenty shillings and sixpence A pees to be paeid them when they shall accomplish the age of Twenty one years and if aney of them should dy before they shall accomplish the age of Twenty one yeares to be equally devided amongst them that are A life Item I give and bequeath unto John Marchant in the parrish of Beiding (Upper Beeding?) whom I ordaine and make mey hole and only executor of this mey last will and Testament to have all other mey goods chattells and debts unbequeathed and not given and to pay mey legaeses acording to mey will In witness whereof I have unto this mey last will and Testament sett mey hand and sealed the day and year above written
