1705 will of James Plumer of Ripe (1639-1705)

In the name of God Amen I James Plumer of Ripe in the County of Sussex being sick & weak in body but of sound memory praised be God for the same do ordain & make this my last will & Testament  First I bequeath my soul unto God my maker hoping to be saved only by the merits of my blessed Saviour Jesus Christ my body to be buried at the discretion of my Executor & Executrix hereafter named for my worldly goods I dispose of them as followes

I give & demise to my Grandson Richard Plumer & to the Heirs of his body lawfully begotten all that my messuage & lands lying in the parish of Chañton alias Chalvington now in the occupation of Thomas Bently by him to be possest when he shall come to the full age of one & twenty years but if he shall dye before he come to the age of one & twenty or afterwards without issue my will is that the said lands in Chañton alias Chalvington goe by equal division to the two sisters of the said Richard, Elizabeth Plumer and Susanna Plumer my will & meaning is that the Rents of the said lands in Chañton till the said Richard shall come to the full age of one & twenty years shall be received & disposed of twards the Education of my three Grandchildren above mentioned by & at the discretion of my Executor & Executrix hereafter named.

My Will is that all my lands Freehold & Coppyhold together with their appurtenances lying in the parish of Chiddingley & now in the Occupation of John Ellis or his Assignes be sold be my Executor & Executrix for the paiment of my debts & in particular one bond debt of an Hundred pounds for which I stand ingaged with my Son William to John Relfe of Newick.  Also I give & bequeath to my two Grandaughters above mentioned viz Elizabeth & Susanna Plumer one hundred pounds a piece to be paid when they shall come to the age of one & twenty years  or one their day of marriage which ever shall first happen if their shall so much remain after my debts & funeral charges are paid if not whatsoever shall remian to be equally divided between them lastly I appoint & make my loving wife Anne Plumer & my loving Son Richard Pilbeam of Wivelsfield Executrix & Executor of this my last Will & Testament  Witness my hand & seal this one & thirtieth day of August in the year of our Lord one thousand Seven hundred & five
